Malik Riaz in
the dock

The Supreme Court of Pakistan has been pushing for quite some
time the Bahria Town to deposit an amount in the apex court for its
land acquired or otherwise encroached upon in the Malir district of
Karachi, but the latter had so far failed to offer the amount to the
satisfaction of the court.

At the last hearing, the counsel for the developer offered to
deposit over Rs350 billion for the land, but the Supreme Court
rejected the offer, saying that the amount was not reasonable, and
asked for increasing it.

The Supreme Court bench hearing the case warned that if the
required amount was not deposited then the developer would face
consequences.

Initially, the apex court had asked the Bahria Town to pay US
dollars 10 billion for all the land it had so far taken possession of
since the developer started the gigantic private housing project.

The apex court was of the view that if the value of all the land
taken by the developer was priced, the amount reaches alarming
levels and since the retrieval of the land was impossible because it
meant uprooting hundreds of thousands of people, it was easier for
the developer to deposit an estimated amount.

But the proceedings are dragging on and still the developer is
not decided on what amount would satisfy the court.

During the course of the hearing, grave irregularities have
surfaced in getting possession of the land.

It’s in every body’s notice that how pressure tactics, threats and
even violence and forced evictions have been used to grab land in
every nook and corner of the country.

This is an open secret that even top government functionaries,
bureaucrats, army officers have been hands in glove with property
tycoon Malik Riaz in grabbing land.

Thousands of poor people, or those who have no access to
justice, have been deprived of their lands at gunpoint; and in this
dirty game of land grabbing, many precious lives have been lost,
but the lust for land grab never dies down.

Inflation is the general Muctuation in the purchasing value of
maoney it can be either increased or decreased. When the rate
is decreased it becomes deflation. Inflation usually lightens
up the fact that it results in the reduction of purchasing
power per unit of money which means with each umt of
money only a fewer number of goods and services can be
consumed. Inflation in simple words is the increase in
general price level of goods and services in an economy
over a penod of time.

Moderate inflation rate 15 good for the growth of the country
but increase in the rate can harm the domestic growth of the
economy and also result in elimination of thousands of jobs.
Trade liberalization and Political regime has a great effect
on inflation. Inflation elasticity with respect to trade
liberalization is elastic which means that relatively small
increase in the total amount of trade will result in relatively
high increase in inflation example being the international
trade. The low level of exports is due to less production in of
exportable items, sometimes their quality is inferior and
cannol compare to the gquality of items in imernational
markel. Since Pakistan is a developing country, it cannot
fulfill all of its economic requirements of raw materials and
other capital goods by its internal sources. As a result, the
amount of imports are far greater than exports.

In order to improve the siuation some substantial
measurements should be taken such as the enhancement of
exports and increasing the productivity of the impon
substitutes. Government of Pakistan should improve the
trade policies to ensure a win-win situation.

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akistan’s latest announcement about
Saudi Arabia’s investment in an oil re-
finery at the strategic port of Gwadar has
set alarm bells ringing in India.

The foreign experts, including India and
USA, said that Saudi oil refinery in Gwadar Port
could threaten India-backed Chabahar Port. The
deal could additionally involve deferred pay-
ments on Saudi oil supplies which will firstly, cre-
ate a strategic oil reserve close to Iran, and
secondly, help cash-strapped Pakistan in pay-
ments.

A refinery and strategic oil reserve in Gwadar
would serve Saudi Arabia’s goal of preventing
Chabahar, the Indian-backed port, from emerg-
ing as a powerful Arabian Sea hub at a time that
the United States is imposing sanctions designed
to choke off Iranian oil exports.

Both Pakistan and Saudi Arabia will achieve
their goals as Saudi Arabia will get oil refinery
plant in safe hand and Pakistan will get more in-
vestment from the Kingdom.

Pakistan wants to attract investment and other
financial support to tackle a soaring current ac-
count deficit caused partly by rising oil prices.
Last year, Saudi Arabia offered Pakistan a $6 bil-
lion package that included help to finance crude
imports.

"Saudi Arabia wants to make Pakistan's eco-
nomic development stable through establishing
an oil refinery and partnership with Pakistan in
the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor," Saudi
Energy Minister Khalid al-Falih told media in
Gwadar.

Saudi Arabia plans to set up a $10 billion oil
refinery in Pakistan's deepwater port of Gwadar,
the Saudi energy minister said, speaking at the
Indian Ocean port that is being developed with
the help of China.

He said Crown Prince Mohammad bin
Salman would visit Pakistan in February to sign
the agreement. The minister added that Saudi
Arabia would also invest in other sectors.

Beijing has pledged $60 billion as part of the
China-Pakistan Economic Corridor that involves
building power stations, major highways, new
and upgraded railways and higher capacity ports,
to help turn Pakistan into a major overland route
linking western China to the world.

"With setting up of an oil refinery in Gwadar,
Saudi Arabia will become an important partner
in CPEC," Pakistan Petroleum Minister Ghulam
Sarwar Khan said.

The Saudi news agency SPA earlier reported
that Falih met Pakistan's petroleum minister and
Maritime Affairs Minister Ali Zaidi in Gwadar
to discuss cooperation in refining, petrochemi-
cals, mining and renewable energy.

It said Falih would finalise arrangements
ahead of signing memorandums of understand-
ing.

Since the government of Prime Minister
Imran Khan came to power in August, Pakistan
has secured economic assistance packages from
Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates and
China.

In November, Pakistan extended talks with
the International Monetary Fund as it seeks its
13th bailout since the late 1980s to deal with a
looming balance of payments crisis.

The Pakistani prime minister's office had said
that Islamabad expected to sign investment agree-
ments with Saudi Arabia and the UAE in coming
weeks.

“The Saudi delegation led by Al Falih came
to see the area allocated for the oil refinery in
Gwadar. Soon a state-of-the-art oil refinery
would be set up in Gwadar,” Ghulam Sarwar
said.

The petroleum minister said he hoped that a
memorandum of understanding about the oil re-
finery would be signed between the two govern-
ments during the expected visit of Saudi Crown
Prince Muhammad Bin Salman next month:

The government of Pakistan has already given
approval for the MoU.

The visiting Saudi delegation was briefed by
the chairman of Gwadar Development Author-
ity, Dostain Jamaldini, about the development of
the country’s deep sea port being constructed
with the help of China.

Pakistan wants to attract invest-
ment and other financial support
to tackle a soaring current account
deficit caused partly by rising o1l
prices. Last year, Saudi Arabia of-
fered Pakistan a $6 billion pack-
age that included help to finance
crude imports.

Earlier, Pakistan’s finance minister had said
that the Saudi Arabia’s Minister of Energy and
the Chairman of the Board of Saudi Aramco,
had arrived in Pakistan to meet with officials and
new investments would be announced as the
"next step."

Umar was speaking at the Karachi Chamber
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of Commerce and Industry and called the Saudi
minister the "world’s most powerful minister of
energy."

“In the next step, the announcement of in-
vestment will be made,” Umar said. “The bilat-
eral support our country has received from
friendly countries in last five months has never
happened in our history."

Saudi Aramco will construct the petrochemi-
cal complex which will house the multibillion
dollar oil refinery.

“Overall directions of agreement (MoU) have
been agreed upon and the agreement will be
signed at the appropriate time,” Haroon Sharif,
Chairman of Pakistan Board of Investment, had
recently told Arab News.

“I am expecting around $15 billion investment
from Saudi Arabia in the next three years. The in-
flow of investments for the oil refinery and petro-
chemical complex in Pakistan is estimated to be
between $6 billion to $10 billion,” Sharif said.

Pakistan is hoping to attract more than $40
billion foreign direct investment in the next five
years, he said.

“We estimate that roughly around $40 billion
investment will be made by these three countries
(Saudi Arabia, the UAE, and China) during the
next three to five years,” Sharif added. m



More airlines to

operate this year

akistan is all set to welcome as many as five
new airlines in 2019 like Afeef Zara Air-
ways, Askari Air, AirSial, Go Green and
Liberty Air, with the British Airways also re-
suming of its flight operation to the country in the
current year. Besides, the national flag carrier, private
carriers operating domestic flights in Pakistan include
Serene Air, AirBlue, and Shaheen Air International.
Given the population number of some 200 million
people, Pakistan has an undeveloped domestic air
traffic market, largely due to a complicated regula-
tory environment.
British Airways announced the resumption of its
flight operation in Pakistan nearly after a decade.
The announcement was made during a press con-
ference by an official of the airline while British High
Commissioner Richard Crowder, Adviser to PM for
Commerce, Textile, Industry and Production, and In-
vestment Abdul Razak Dawood and Special Assis-
tant to PM Zulfi Bukhari were also present on the
occasion.
Britain’s national flag carrier will start its flight op-
eration from June 2019 after a suspension in 2008.
The airline, in its initial phase, will operate three
weekly flights between London and Islamabad by the

newest long-haul aircraft, the Boeing 787 Dreamliner
and with a return, fares starting from £499
(Rs89,000).
The British High Commission official termed
restoration of peace in Pakistan as a ‘good omen.’
Zulfi Bukhari termed the announcement as
‘groundbreaking’ and said that the resumption of

flight operations is a huge achievement for Pakistan.
“It’s a huge step for this government that it has given
foreign investors that security to come back,” he
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added. Director General of ISPR Major General Asif
Ghaffor also took to Twitter and lauded the security
forces for a restoration of peace and stability in the
country.

After that the government has granted approval
to the launch of a new private airline, which will be
starting its operations next year.

AirSial, which is a venture of Sialkot Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (SCCI), was given the go-
ahead by Prime Minister Imran Khan to launch its
operations.

The airline will be based in Sialkot. Chairman of
AirSial, Fazal Jillani said it would become opera-
tional this year.

The prime minister granted the approval during a
meeting with local businessmen, including the Air-
Sial chairman. The delegation was led by Special As-
sistant to the prime minister on youth affairs Usman
Dar, who called on the premier and Minister for Pri-
vatization and Aviation Mohammad Mian Soomro
in Sialkot.

The local businessmen thanked the prime minis-
ter for extending cooperation for the launch of the
airline. The airline is being launched jointly by the
Sialkot Chamber of Commerce and Industry (SCCI)
and Sialkot International Airport.

The local business community of Sialkot had es-
tablished the Sialkot International Airport on a self-
help basis. Following the establishment of the airport,
the business community in 2009 had decided to
launch an airline to provide a cost-effective and re-
liant travelling facility to the community and others
on both domestic and international routes.

The new airline secured an aviation licence (Reg-
ular Public Transport — RPT) from the Civil Aviation
Authority (CAA) in October 2017. The airline plans
to operate services to key destinations in Pakistan and
the Middle East with three Airbus A320 aircraft.

During the meeting with the businessmen, the
prime minister observed that Sialkot is fast becoming
a major hub for investment and that the government
would provide additional facilities to the area.

“The airline’s launch will create jobs and stimu-
late business activity in the region,” Khan added.

The Sialkot business community has also planned
to set up a food and vegetable processing/packing
centre close to the airport in order to boost exports.

Meanwhile, investment in Pakistan is targeted to
surge by 17.2 per cent of GDP in 2018-19 fiscal year.
In 2017-18 fiscal year, the investment grew by 16.1
per cent.

According to the official data, the fixed invest-
ment during the fiscal year will surge by 15.6 per cent
of GDP

Official sources said, “The investment target is
achievable given the improvement in ease of doing
business, affordable energy supply, and prospects of
higher profits and enhanced capacity utilisation rate.”

Public investment under China-Pakistan Eco-
nomic Corridor (CPEC) will indirectly boost the pri-
vate sector and promote the public-private
partnership.

Technology, innovation, growth and development
prompted through CPEC would improve other sec-
tors as well. Furthermore, the projected impact of
present investments by foreign companies and local
enterprises is expected to strengthen the economy:.

In the fiscal year 2016-17, total investment was
recorded at 16.1 per cent of GDP compared to 16.4
per cent of GDP in 2017-18 fiscal year. Fixed invest-
ment to GDP ratio surged to 14.8 per cent in 2017-18
from 14.5 per cent in 2016-17.

According to the sources, in 2017-18 the private
investment was recorded at 9.8 per cent. National sav-
ings reached 11.5 per cent of GDP compared to 12pc
in the fiscal year 2016-17.

In the last three years, commodity producing sec-
tors saw smooth growth but there is still a room for
more investment. Local savings need to grow rapidly
for investment to reach a level which ensures growth
over 6 per cent. Investment in the country grew in
2017-18 period mainly due to projects relating to in-
frastructure development, construction, and allied
sectors. m

he Pakistan Tehreek-i-Insaf government

has chalked out an innovative strategy to

cope with circular debt and host of issues

pertaining to power sector in a sustainable
manner, after the power ministry informed the Pub-
lic Accounts Committee that the amount of circular
debt had reached to Rs755 billion.

The power division secretary while giving brief-
ing to the committee said that presently the country’s
installed capacity of electricity was 33,836MW, while
the de-rated capacity was about 31,000MW.

He said presently the country was generating
about 27 per cent from hydel, 26 per cent from
RLNG, 16 per cent from oil, 20 per cent from gas,
five per cent from nuclear and five per cent from re-
newable sources.

Now, it has started anti-power theft campaign, re-
ducing the gap between Nepra and government tariff,
crackdown on irregularities and corrupt practices, re-
lief for the poor, support for agriculture and industrial
sectors, advance metering infrastructure, removing
constraints for efficient transmission, improvement
of distribution system and solarization of agriculture
tubewells in Balochistan were some initiatives to ad-
dress the longstanding power sector issues, sources
said.

They said a Task Force on Energy Reforms had
been constituted to address the power sector issues.

Under the anti-power theft campaign with the
main slogan of zero tolerance for over billing and cor-
ruption, some 267,571,528 units had been charged in
all power distribution companies, they said.

In drastic anti-theft campaigns some 9,102 First
Information Reports (FIRs) had been registered
against power pilferers during one-month period from

October 13 to November 13, 2018.

“The power distribution companies identified
overall 15,514 irregularities in domestic, 1,119 in
commercial, 221 in agriculture and 207 in industrial
sectors, out of which 194 were major cases,” they
said.

During the period under review, the companies
requested to lodge 12,899 FIRs against power thieves,
but managed to get registered around 9,102 FIRs.
They also recovered over Rs120 million against more
than Rs610 million detection bill charges.

As per the break-up, Lahore Electric Supply Com-
pany detected 5,800 cases and recovered
Rs7,890,900, Gujranwala Electric Power Company
identified 1,106 cases and recovered Rs9,117,302,
Faisalabad Electric Supply Company found 924 ir-
regularities and recovered Rs8,790,203, Islamabad
Electric Supply Company pointed out 1,067 and re-
covered Rs2,801,415, Multan Electric Power Com-

pany reported 5,314 cases and recovered
Rs4,306,438, Peshawar Electric Supply Company un-
earthed 1,265 thefts and recovered Rs38,991,297,
Tribal Electric Supply Company dealt with two cases
and recovered Rs87,007, Hyderabad Electric Supply
Company noticed 628 cases and recovered
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Rs8,095,654, Sukkur Electric Power Company spot-
ted 769 thefts and recovered Rs2,142,679 and Quetta
Electric Supply Company identified 186 cases and re-
covered Rs1,889,983.

The sources said that a commercial loan of
Rs35.8 billion was acquired to reduce the circular
debt burden further while the government is in
process of obtaining Islamic financing of around
Rs100 to Rs200 billion against the assets of Discos
and Gencos through Islamic banking.

Regarding relief to the poor, agriculture and in-
dustrial sectors, the government did not increase tar-
iff for consumers using up to 300 units besides
approving subsidy for farmers of Balochistan on agri-
cultural tubewells. Similarly, for five main export-ori-
ented industries, the power tariff has been capped at
the rate of 7.5/unit US cent.

Moreover, for bringing improvement in National
Transmission and Disptach Company (NTDC) sys-
tem, Chakdara 220KV grid and transmission line has
been made operational, extension work at Mardan
220KV grid and DI Khan KV line has also been com-
pleted. At present, the total demand of the electricity
was 8,000 to 11,000MWs. The per capita electricity
usage in Pakistan was less as compared to India and
Bangladesh. Twenty-three per cent of total popula-
tion was without electricity.

The China-Pakistan Economic Corridor has con-
tributed 300MW of clean wind energy to the national
grid through its four early harvest wind power proj-
ects.

According to sources from embassy of China in
Pakistan, the four wind projects completed under
CPEC and connected with the national grid included
Dawood wind power project (SOMW), Sachal energy
wind farm (50MW), three gorges second wind farm
project (100MW), and UEP wind farm project
(100MW).

Dawood wind power project is a prioritised or
early harvest project under CPEC, which installs 33
wind turbine generators with the capacity of 1.5MW
per unit and total capacity is 49.5MW on 1,720 acres
of land in the coastal area of Gharo wind corridor in
Bhanbore, district Thatta, Sindh.

This is a direct investment (FDI) project and total
investment of Dawood wind power project is US
$115 million. The rate of equity to loan is 30-70 per
cent.

Dawood wind power project achieved Commer-
cial Operation Date (COD) on April 4, 2017 and an-
nual electric power supply to the national grid is more
than 130GWh, which is sufficient for daily use of
100,000 Pakistan families and is effectively easing the
crisis of electricity shortage in the country.

Sachal wind power project was completed in
April 2017 at a cost of $110 million. It is located in
Jhimpir, Thatta district, Sindh province, about 100km
northeast of Karachi.

The total installed capacity of this project is
49.5MW, and 33 gold wind brand wind turbine gen-
erators (WTGs) with a capacity of 1.5MW are in-
stalled. It is invested by Sachal Energy Development
(private) Ltd., in which Arif Habib Corporation Lim-
ited holds 100 per cent shares. HydroChina Interna-
tional Engineering Co., Ltd. is the engineering
procurement construction (EPC) contractor.

The Industrial and Commercial Bank of China
(ICBC) provided a loan. The debt and equity ratio is
85-15 per cent.

Three Gorges second wind power project
(2x50MW) is also located in Jhimpir, Thatta district.
This is a foreign direct investment project, and is in-
vested, developed and constructed by Three Gorges
Second Wind Farm Pakistan Limited (TGS) and
Three Gorges Third Wind Farm Pakistan Private
Limited (TGT).

The total investment amount is $224 million on
the basis of Build-Own-Operate (BOO), with a con-
struction period of 18 months and an operation pe-
riod of 20 years. The total installation capacity is
100MW with an annual electricity output of
286.6GWH. It was listed as actively promoted proj-
ect in the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor in Au-
gust, 2014. =

akistan Telecommunication Authority

(PTA) — receiving complaints against un-

lawful online content — has so far blocked

around 824,878 URLs under Prevention of
Electronic Crimes Act (PECA).

The authority received complaints against un-
lawful online content, including anti-state, anti-ju-
diciary, blasphemy etc. and to handle this gigantic
role, has established the Cyber Vigilance Division
(CVD). According to PTA’s annual report 2018, a
Standard Operating Procedure (SoP) for lodging
complaints and their disposal has been developed
accordingly and all such contents which are hosted
on unsecured websites are being currently handled
through telecom operators of Pakistan and same
would be done by PTA itself through an automated
system in future.

On the contrary, any content which is unlawful
and hosted on the secured website is handled differ-
ently. The popular social media websites like Face-
book, Youtube, and Twitter etc. are a few examples
of secured websites which are hosted outside of
physical boundaries of Pakistan.

In this regard, PTA has developed close liaison
with all such platforms to honour requests made for
the removal of such content.

The users of social media should act responsibly
while using and accessing such platforms and
should honour norms of society and laws of the
land. In the case of objectionable content is ob-
served by any user, these platforms are open to re-
ceive complaints from valuable users directly.

Relatively high  value is given to
complainant/user who report to platforms any ob-
jectionable material directly. Those complaints
which are not addressed by these platforms in the
first instance can be reported to PTA at
info@pta.gov.pk for resolving the matter.

The popular social media web-
sites like Facebook, Youtube,
and Twitter etc are a few exam-
ples of secured websites which
are hosted outside of physical
boundaries of Pakistan.

This responsibility was handed over to PTA
under the Prevention of Electronic Crimes Act
(PECA), 2016. Since the promulgation of PECA,
PTA stands committed to its responsibilities to fa-
cilitate aggrieved internet users and stakeholders.

Recently, the Prevention of Electronic Crimes
(Amendment) Bill 2018 was laid before the parlia-
ment. State Minister for Revenue Hammad Azhar
presented the bill on behalf of Minister for Infor-
mation Technology and Telecommunication Khalid
Magbool Siddiqui. The presiding officer referred the
bill to the standing committee concerned.

On the other hand, the PTA has unveiled its
plans for the public trials of the Fifth Generation
(5G) Wireless Networks.

In this connection, the regulator has issued draft
framework for test and development of future tech-
nologies particularly for 5G wireless networks.

According to the PTA, the rapid growth in mo-
bile data traffic and consumer demand for enhanced
mobile broadband experience have led to an in-
creasing emphasis on the upcoming fifth generation
of mobile technology (5G).

“Seen as a comprehensive wireless-access solu-
tion with the capacity to address the demands and
requirements of mobile communication beyond
IMT-2020, it is projected that this technology will
operate in a highly heterogeneous environment and
provide ubiquitous connectivity for a wide range of
devices, new applications and use cases”.

IMT-2020 is a term developed by the Interna-
tional Telecommunication Union (ITU)’s Radio
Communication Sector in 2012 to develop the vision
of “IMT for 2020 and beyond.” The ITU has set a
timeline that calls for the standard to be finished in

2020. Pakistani telecom regulator said the scope of
IMT-2020 is much broader than previous genera-
tions of mobile broadband communication systems.
The ITU’s work in developing the specifications for
IMT-2020 in close collaboration with the whole
gamut of 5G stakeholders is now well underway
along with the associated spectrum management
and spectrum identification aspects. IMT-2020 will
be a cornerstone for all of the activities related to at-
taining the goals in the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development. The draft framework for 5G enables
the use of radio spectrum on trial basis for non-
commercial purposes to carry out trials for innova-
tive use of radio frequency spectrum,
apparatus/equipment and academic purposes in-
cluding but not limited to scientific research, radio
concepts and new systems demonstrations, added
PTA.

The PTA said the government policy directive
based framework invites all stakeholders for partic-
ipation in subject trials.

The framework has been issued only for tempo-
rary test and development licences/authorisations

which shall include criteria for the provision of au-
thorisation, conditions, duration, and other terms
and conditions. The Frequency Allocation Board
(FAB) shall assign the spectrum to be used for sub-
ject trials which shall become effective from the date
of authorisation issued by PTA.

According to PTA, mere assignment of spec-
trum by FAB would not give right to the applicant
for use of the same until authorisation is obtained
from PTA.

The test & development authorisation allows an
applicant to use spectrum on non-exclusive, non-
commercial basis temporarily for the testing pur-
poses.

There is no regulatory fee associated with sub-
ject non-commercial trial permission or the spectrum
usage for said purpose. Also, users/consumers will
not be charged for any services offered during the
trial. The trial shall last for the period of three to six
months or as stated in the authorisation issued by
PTA spectrum for the trial will be available only at
the designated test sites subject to localised restric-
tions (if any) due to national security issues. m

He said that products
of Gourmet, Chamman,
Royal and Badami Kulfa
did not meet the pure
food standards. He said
that products unfit for
human consumption are
now being removed from
the market. The samples
were collected in Septem-
ber 2018. He said that
anybody can download
the complete list of the
sample results from the
PFA website.

PFA also ordered to
stop production of all
those brands that failed to
meet the standards in the
analysis report of labora-
tory test. PFA will again | =
collect samples for labo- |
ratory test after ensuring
proper reforms. He said
that PFA will not allow
anyone to play with lives
of people.

According to the sam-
ple checking schedule, ice
cream, juice nectar
(drink), fruits made bev-
erages and edible ghee
and oil products will be
checked four times in a
year. As well, desserts,
toppings, tap water of
Wasa, carbonated bever-
ages, meat-made items, &%
sauce, squash, fruits and _ ;
vegetables (canned) will
be checked twice a year.
Apart from this, vinger,
pickles, malted beverages,
will be checked once a
year, the PFA director
general explained.

PFA seized 1,300 kilo-
grammes of substandard
and unhygienic meat of emaciated and ill animals
during an operation by PFA’s vigilance cell and meat
safety teams in the provincial metropolis. It also de-
stroyed 24,125 litres of desserts and ice cream dur-
ing raids in different areas of Lahore.

Enforcement teams sealed four beef points for
failing to meet the authority’s food and safety stan-
dards. The DG revealed that the authority seized
450kg meat from Hajveri Beef Shop, 400kg meat
from Jillani Beef Shop, 300kg meat from Numan

Beef Shop and 150kg meat from Shahzad Beef
Shop. He added that all the confiscated meat was
sent to the Punjab Agriculture and Meat Company
for discarding.

The director general maintained that PFA’s ut-
most priority is to ensure the provision of safe and
healthy meat for the citizens. He said that the use of

substandard meat is unfit for human consumption
and causes several diseases. He appealed to citizens
to inform PFA if they witness unhygienic meat in
their surroundings.

Punjab, and assessment of
all other edible products
of the company for qual-
ity checks.

Chief Justice of Pak-
istan Mian Saqib Nisar,
while hearing an applica-
tion filed by the Punjab
Food Authority at the
apex court’s Lahore reg-
istry, issued the orders
after being informed that
harmful bacteria were dis-
covered in samples of ice
cream produced by Gour-
met.

The existing stock of
the product available at
Gourmet outlets has al-
ready been seized and dis-
posed of by the authority,
the court was told.

PFA Director General
Muhammad Usman in
his application com-
plained that GNN news
channel, which is owned
by the Gourmet group,
had started a “character
assassination” campaign
against him after the op-
eration  against  the
brand’s ice cream was
carried out.

At this, CJP Nisar re-
marked that such a TV
campaign was tanta-
mount to contempt of
court and warned: “Why
don’t [we] order the shut-
down of GNN for a few
days or permanently?”

But instead of order-
ing closure of the news
outlet, the chief justice or-
dered the owners of
Gourmet Foods and
GNN to appear before
the court. The director
general of the Pakistan
Electronic Media Regula-
tory Authority was also
ordered to be present.

What angered the top
judge the most, however,
was a call that he received
on behalf of Gourmet,
presumably to ask the
chief justice to extend
favour or show leniency to
the company.

“How dare you make sifarish [request for
favourable treatment] to me?” Justice Nisar asked
GNN’s bureau chief Khalid Qayyum, who was pres-
ent at the hearing.

“What kind of people are you to have a sifarishi
call made to me late at night?” the judge thundered,
warning of “consequences” against persons indirectly
seeking favourable treatment from the court.

He said it appeared that the channel had been set
up to “safeguard” other businesses of the company. m
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he marketing
tactics and
juicy  adver-
tisements have
really poisoned the
minds of people.

Faiza Beauty Cream
produced and marketed
by M/s Poonia Brothers
is one such cream,
which has been termed
major health hazard by
Pakistan Standards and
Quality Control Author-
ity (PSQCA).

Several notices have
been issued to the cos-
metic  manufacturers
over serious health con-
cerns which have been
avoided and ignored by
the M/s Poonia Broth-
ers.

Faiza Beauty Cream
contains mercury, hy-
droquinone, and
steroids. Market surveil-
lance conducted by
PSQCA in Lahore and
Karachi of the cream re-
vealed higher than the
recommended value of
mercury used in the
product. The beauty
cream is sold all over
Pakistan on wholesale,
general stores as well as
medical stores.

The PSQCA liaison
office Gujranwala has is-
sued notices to M/s Poo-
nia Brothers over the
value of mercury being
greater than 60mg/kg
(60 ppm) which is much
higher than the limits set by World Health Or-
ganisation (WHO) at 1mg/kg. Mercury-contain-
ing skin lightening products are hazardous to
health and as a result, have been banned in Pak-
istan.

PSQCA has reported that Faiza Beauty Cream
has been found to contain carcinogenic ingredi-
ents that cause hazards to both skin and health.

The authority issued several notices to M/s
Poonia Brothers and raised alarm over the health
hazards but they haven’t responded. The final no-
tice was issued on November 26, 2018.

The product’s head Kashif avoided respond-
ing to the queries posed by Flare.

It is believed the Faiza Beauty Cream manu-
facturers have been using political influences and
tactics to bury the issue instead of correcting their
own fault.

It is pertinent to mention here that Faiza
Beauty Cream has already been banned in UAE.
The Dubai Municipal has already warned the
public not to use the cream since it contains in-
gredients harmful to humans.

Two over-the-counter whitening creams con-
taining ingredients that could cause cancer have
been withdrawn from sale in UAE.

The ministry of health and prevention banned
the sale of the creams for failing to list an ingre-
dient with links to cancer and possible severe side-

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“It is important for
buyers [of skin whiten-
ing cream] to check if
hydroquinone is listed as
an ingredient. If it is,
then take it under a doc-
tor’s supervision so that
if any potential side ef-
fects develop then we
can recognise it and
manage it. We under-
stand that having fair
and clear skin is very im-
portant to many women,
but their health is more
important,” he said.

Skin whitening prod-
ucts, popular around the
world and especially in
Asia, are used to reduce
the amount of pigmen-
tation in the skin to treat
irregularities such as dis-
coloration, age spots or
acne scars.

They are sometimes
also used to make the
skin appear a lighter
shade. Misuse, however,
can lead to skin condi-
tions such as exogenous
ochronosis, a blue-black
pigmentation disorder
resulting from the long-
term application of
creams containing hy-
droquinone.

Faiza was also found
to contain mercury in
higher amounts than the
one part per million of
metal allowed in cosmet-
ics by the Federal Drug
and Food Administra-

effects. The withdrawn facial creams, Faiza
Beauty Cream and Unitone 4 White, claim to
whiten the skin and remove brown spots. Officials
said they both contain hydroquinone, a substance
thought to be a possible carcinogen, and yet it was
not mentioned on either the packaging or the ac-
companying leaflet. Only when the products were
analysed did inspectors discover the hydro-
quinone.

The product has already been
banned in UAE. The Dubai
Municipal has already warned the
public not to use the cream since
1t contains igredients harmful to
humans.

As per a circular by the Health Authority in
Abu Dhabi, products containing hydroquinone
can only be sold with a prescription.

“Hydroquinone, without the supervision of a
doctor, could lead to severe consequences and dis-
figurement.

Moreover, there are several studies showing
that hydroquinone may act as a carcinogen in ro-
dents,” said Dr Farhan Rasool, a specialist der-
matologist at Universal Hospital.

The
ministry said Fazia has
been completely banned
and it is now illegal to
sell this product.

Dr Amin Al Amiri,
assistant undersecretary at the Ministry of Health
and Prevention, said the ministry monitors all
pharmaceutical products as well as supplements
and stimulants that claim to be medicinal. They
urge the public to use caution when taking sup-
plements because unlicensed and unregistered
products could put lives at risk.

The gruesome murder of four persons, including two
women, at the hands of Counter-Terrorism Department's
officials in Sahiwal district of Punjab has rocked the
country with serious calls to reform the police force of
the biggest province of the country. _ -

he Joint Investigation Team (JIT), formed
to probe the alleged encounter of Counter-
Terrorism Department (CTD) in Sahiwal
which left at least four persons, including
two women dead, has declared the law-enforcement
agency officials responsible for the incident. The JIT
comprising Inter-Services Intelligence, Intelligence
Bureau and Military Intelligence officers in its initial
report declared the CTD officials responsible for the
incident after which they are likely to be suspended.

It is pertinent here to mention that Punjab In-
spector General of Police had formed the JIT to probe
the alleged encounter, which has rocked the country.

Four persons, including two women, were shot
dead by the CTD officials in a purportedly high-speed
pursuit in Qadirabad area of Sahiwal city.

CTD claimed that the ‘terrorists’ were killed in an
intelligence-based operation. Two other terrorists, in-
cluding Shahid Jabar and Abdul Rahman, managed
to flee during the chase near the toll plaza of Sahiwal.

The mitial report of the Jomnt Inves-
tigation Team formed by the Punjab
government to probe the brutal

kilhngs has held the CTD ofhcials
responsible for the grisly act.

CTD claimed to have confiscated explosives and
weapons from the car, adding that the officers were in-
vestigating the matter as part of the operation in
Faisalabad on January 16. To the contrary, eyewit-
nesses told the media that the deceased were neither
equipped with any weapon nor resisted officers
whereas three children were also present in the car.

They further said that the children while speaking
to them at a nearby petrol station claimed that the “po-
lice has killed their parents”. “Following the firing in-
cident, the police left the children at the petrol station
where they spoke to us. A few minutes later, however,
CTD officials returned and took the children with
them to an undisclosed location,” an eyewitness said.

‘SWIFT ACTION’ TO BE TAKEN IN LIGHT
OF JIT REPORT: PM

Following the grisly incident, Prime Minister Im-
ran Khan vowed swift action against the personnel of
the Counter-Terrorism Department if found guilty
by a joint investigation team formed to probe the al-
leged encounter in Sahiwal.

In a series of tweets, the prime minister expressed
his shock at the incident and said the state will look af-
ter the children whose parents were shot dead by the
CTD. “Still shocked at seeing the traumatised children
who saw their parents shot before their eyes. Any
parent would be shocked as they would think of their
own children in such a traumatic situation. These
children will now be fully looked after by the state as
its responsibility,” he tweeted.

The prime minister, while lauding the CTD for its
fight against terrorism, asserted that everyone must be
accountable before the law. “While the CTD has done
a great job in fight against terrorism, everyone must be
accountable before the law. As soon as JIT report
comes, swift action will be taken. The govt’s priority
is protection of all its citizens,” he wrote.

President Dr Arif Alvi said that the government
would give exemplary punishment to the cruel killers
of four persons. In a tweet, the president said the
tragic incident of Sahiwal was hurtful and he could
not even imagine the traumatic impact on the minds
of the children who had seen their parents being killed
with their bare eyes. The president said though the
government would fully look after the bereaved chil-
dren, there can be no alternative to the parents.

CTD personnel arrested

All personnel of Punjab’s Counter-Terrorism De-
partment involved in the gruesome killing of four
people in Sahiwal have been taken into custody, a gov-
ernment’s spokesman said.

The arrest came shortly after Chief Minister Us-
man Buzdar ordered provincial police chief to arrest
the CTD’s men who had carried out the raid in Sahi-

wal. Four people, including a husband and a wife and
their young daughter, were killed when CTD person-
nel opened fire on their car near Sahiwal.

The family was going from Lahore to Burewala to
attend a wedding when they were intercepted by the
police. Three kids, who were also in the car, survived
the shooting. Son of the killed man told media that
his parents had begged police to spare their lives.

A CTD spokesman claimed that all those killed in
the raid were terrorists, a claim which was rejected by
the relatives of victims.

The spokesman further said that three terrorists
had managed to escape during intelligence-based op-
eration. Following the killing of four people by the
Punjab Counter-Terrorism Department (CTD) offi-
cials in a suspicious ‘encounter’ on GT Road near
Sahiwal, people took to social media to criticise the
government’s reaction to the massacre.

The hashtags #Sahiwalmassacre and #Sahi-
walKillings were seen trending on Twitter as people
voiced their opinions about the incident.

A Twitter user urged Prime Minister Imran Khan
to tweet about the incident saying, “Can PM @Im-
ranKhanPTI tweet about #SahiwalMassacre too ? If
he’s done tweeting in favour of ECL.” However, ear-
lier PM Imran tweeted and said that “swift action will
be taken after JIT’s report in Sahiwal ‘encounter’
case”. Another user said, “This is a test case for #CM-
Punjab . If he is able to give justice to the family, he
will shut all the critics, and cement his place as CM.
#SahiwalMassacre”

Moreover, Twitter user Riaz said, “All limits of
brutality were crossed by #PunjabPolice, it is a chal-
lenge for PM @ImranKhanPTI & @UsmanAKBuz-
dar to bring Police Reforms, Punjab Police is badly
damaged and needs true reforms. Today #Sahiwal-
Massacre must open our eyes.” Another criticised
Punjab CM Usman Buzdar’s move to present flowers
to the injured saying, “They don’t want flowers, they
want justice, Puppet CM you don’t have senses.#Sahi-
walMassacre”

Gul Bukhari also criticised Information Minister
Fawad Chaudhry’s comment that “the terrorists used
women during the Sahiwal incident” and termed it as
“Despicable. Complete absence of morals. #sahiwal-
massacre”

Fakhr-e-Alam also took to Twitter said, “What a
great example it will be if the Chief Minister Punjab
and IG Punjab resign or are sacked today. Everything

Another user said, “#Sahiwallncident @fawad-
chaudhry this is not acceptable @ImranKhanPTI we
need actions. bus hai ab batain, notices yeh dramay
nai chahye. You've trained us to question. we’re not
patwari’s PM we will criticise u more than your op-
position bcoz we have so many expectations from
you.”

Twitter user Salman Haider said, “So these are the
reforms the new government promised to bring in
police? Nothing got changed, they were killers in uni-
form earlier, they still are the same. Former govern-
ments failed to control this beast, New government is-
n’t looking any different. #Sahiwallncident”

Meanwhile, Chairman Pakistan Peoples Party Bi-
lawal Bhutto Zardari said citizens’ killing at the hands
of Punjab police in Sahiwal was a message to the peo-
ple that they shouldn’t go out with their children.

“The killing of parents in front of their children
has exposed all tall claims of good governance of the
ruling PTT. It’s a vivid proof that the government has
made Punjab a police state,” he said in a statement. Bi-
lawal said the government had shamefully disap-
peared after the killing of parents in Sahiwal, which
perhaps they believed to be the best of their gover-
nance.

“The PTI government and the PM claim to have
transformed Pakistan into a welfare state of Medina
but they don’t know that the head of the Medina state
used to hold responsibility for anything that would
hurt the people.”

He said the enquiry announced by the central and
Punjab governments into killings was sheer face-cov-
ering tactic while nobody trusted the government.

“Those who shuffled ranks and positions in the po-
lice just to please friends can never ensure justice,” he
said. Bilawal said the entire government was depend-
ent on twitter handles and they were only experts in
maligning tactics.

“The fact is that the law of jungle has been im-
posed on Pakistan under the PTT’s slogan of ‘New
Pakistan.” PPP senior leader Syed Khursheed Shah de-
manded that Prime Minister Imran Khan apologise to
the nation for the Sahiwal incident.

Talking to the media in Sukkur, he expressed dis-
appointment over comments made by some federal
and provincial ministers on the incident.

He said the prime minister should seek resigna-
tions of the ministers for branding the slain persons as
terrorists. Shah said those responsible should be
brought to justice for countering such incidents in fu-
ture. “The incident shows the government’s lethargy
to provide justice. Dubbing those killed in the incident
terrorists is purely erroneous. The country’s judicial
system is strong, as big decisions are being handed
down by courts.”

He expressed hope that Chief Justice of Pakistan
Justice Asif Saeed Khosa would further improve the
judicial system. Responding a question, Mr Shah said
the federal government would not be able to complete
its five-year constitutional term. The Leader of the Op-
position in the Punjab Assembly, Hamza Shahbaz
urged the federal government to devise and enact the
required legislation to prevent incidents like Sahiwal.

“If protectors become killers, then states do not
survive,” he said, adding that the prime minister
should consider this incident as an example.

“The deceased family members were being called
abductors and terrorists,” he said, while demanding
severe punishment for the accused officers.

Regarding economic situation of the country, he
said that it has been on ventilator and a state with 22
crore population could not survive simply on dona-
tions. “We do not want to topple the government,” he
said, adding that the general public could easily
analyse the difference between the tenures of the Pak-
istan Muslim League-Nawaz and the Pakistan
Tehreek-i-Insaf in terms of rise in the country’s debts.

He further criticised ineffective policies of the gov-
ernment to resolve core issues of the general public,
and asked “What have they achieved in the last six

should be free is a recurring debate

the world over, but recently it has

intensified and has led to surprising

policy changes in many countries, including Chile,

New Zealand, and the Philippines. The debate usu-

ally emerges because of high tuition fees and grow-
ing student loan debt.

In a context where higher education is becom-
ing increasingly expensive — to the extent that stu-
dents and their families have to take on high
amounts of debt to be able to afford it — free-tuition
public higher education seems like a perfect and
simple solution.

The reality is that many higher education sys-
tems around the world operate within the frame-
work of free-tuition higher education. An
estimated 81 countries offer some type of free tu-
ition, mostly located in Latin America, Northern
Europe, Eastern Europe and Central Asia, as well

as in North Africa. However, what these countries
mean by “free” differs widely.

Few countries offer truly free public higher ed-
ucation to all their secondary-educated population.
Scandinavian countries do (although in some cases
this has recently been restricted to domestic stu-
dents only), as do Argentina, Germany and Cuba.
But in many countries the reality is otherwise.

Many countries adopt schemes to create an il-
lusion of free higher education while controlling
the cost to the government. These schemes include
charging a non-tuition fee (such as in Ireland); cre-
ating dual-track systems where, in the public sec-
tor, the best students only are given a free place
while others have to pay (Russia, for example); and
restricting the size of the free public sector while
allowing private sector expansion (such as in
Brazil).

In all these cases, free-tuition higher education
is either just a fagade or a reality that only applies

to a minority of students — with merit-based selec-
tion meaning that free tuition benefits mostly the
wealthiest.

Meanwhile, parents in Pakistan have urged
Chief Justice Mian Saqib Nisar to club all cases on
school fees, which are pending in various courts,
and hear them on a priority basis to resolve the
issue.

They said that they have been protesting against
fee hikes since 2015 but so far the situation remains
unchanged with no relief offered.

Hamid Khan, a parent a protest in Islamabad,
stated that they were being fleeced by private
schools. “Education is a basic right of children but
through the unbridled hike in fees, this right is
being snatched from our children,” he lamented.

The Private Educational Institutions Regula-
tory Authority (Peira) — the apex body in the cap-
ital which was supposed to regulate fees of private
schools in the city — had on June 20, 2016, intro-
duced a fee structure for private schools under the
Registration and Fee Determination Rules 2016
(RFDR) after some private schools had hiked their
fees once again.

However, the rules were challenged in the Is-
lamabad High Court. The case was struck down
after a two-year legal battle. The case, though, re-
mains in court owing to challenges filed against it.

Due to prolonged litigation and stay orders,
schools have increased their fees by as much as 40
per cent per year with little check on them, said
Mansoor, another protesting parent.

He complained that there was no mechanism
for foreign testing services such as the British
Council and Cambridge who too have increased
their fees.

Parents further contended that fee for the sum-
mer vacations should not be charged, and instead,
they should only be charged according to the ac-
tual expenditure, and those whose academic year
ends in May should be exempted from fee.

The parents also complained about the host of
auxiliary fees charged by schools, including ad-
vance fee, expenses for generators, laboratories,
uniforms, stationery, annual parties and security.

Justice Nisar angrily noted that
the administrations of schools
began to shut down their mnstitu-
tions when the court ordered
them to slash students’ fee.

School owners, though, have thus far resisted at-
tempts by the government to regulate fees and
other standards in schools.

CJP Saqib Nisar has ruled that the orders given
by the Supreme Court for 20 per cent reduction in
monthly fee of students, is applicable to all private
schools across Pakistan.

During the case hearing of exorbitant fee
charged by private schools, the chief justice re-
marked, “The Supreme Court ruling applies to all
private schools in the country charging above
Rs5,000 per month; if there is any ambiguity then
hand us the file, we will read it out to everyone.”

Justice Nisar angrily noted that the administra-
tions of schools began to shut down their institu-
tions when the court ordered them to slash
students’ fee.

In its ruling, the top court had ordered all those
private schools across the country charging above
Rs5,000 as monthly fee, to cut down their fees by
20 per cent.

The chief justice had also announced that the
decision on the percentage of increasing school fee
onward will be taken by the top court solely and
“if anyone attempts to close down the school, they
will be charged with contempt of court.”

Meanwhile, the CJP dictated all those schools
having received winter vacations’ fee from stu-
dents, to return 50 per cent to parents or adjust the
amount in the fee of upcoming months. =
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Fake degrees galore

system launched by the Higher Educa-

tion Commission, applicants have to cre-

te their accounts on web link HEC:

ttp://eportal.hec.gov.pk/ for attestation of their ed-
ucational documents.

After creation of profile, applicants will upload
scanned copies of required documents for initial
scrutiny. After successful scrutiny, they will sched-
ule their visit according to their convenience and
subject to availability of slot.

The online attestation system has curbed fake
degrees, mostly carried by the government employ-
ees. The quality assurance department and the
Higher Education Commission are doing an in-
credible job in verifying fake degrees and certifi-
cates.

The credit also goes to the recent developments
in Information Technology and resource develop-
ment. It has been made possible to scrutinise and
verify documents, that I personally believe wouldn’t
have been possible previously. Credit goes to qual-
ity assurance departments and higher education
commission who have done an exceptional job in
the recent past to validate degrees, documents and
certificates. This indeed has created a positive
image of degrees issued by educational institutions
in Pakistan.

In a latest example Pakistan International Air-
lines (PIA) terminated 50 cabin crew staff, includ-
ing three pilots, for possessing fake degree
certificates.

According to the spokesperson of PIA, 50 cabin
crew staff, including women, was dismissed from
their jobs immediately on the basis of fake degrees.

Chief Justice of Pakistan Mian Saqib Nisar had
taken notice of the alleged appointment of pilots

holding fake qualifications and notified Pakistan’s
Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) for completing the
verifications of the degrees of pilots.

In view of the proceedings of Supreme Court of
Pakistan against pilots and cabin crew holding fake
degrees and certificate, the Director General of
CAA Hassan Baig issued directives to suspend their
licences with immediate effect.

According to the official statement, Baig also is-
sued directives to suspend the licences of all those
pilots and cabin crews who have not yet submitted
their degrees and certificates.

Nobody knows that possessing a fake degree or
a certificate is an individual act and any one can’t
judge any particular organisation or system based

on that. Possessing a forged degree is in fact an in-
dividual act and has been observed all over the
world where people have deceived their employers.
But, thankfully the system in country is improving
and the authorities are on track to identify the fake
degree holders.
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Meanwhile, the Supreme Court was told that
the degrees of 205 practising lawyers across Pak-
istan were found to be bogus.

The revelation came as the Higher Education
Commission is verifying the degrees of thousands
of lawyers. It is feared that more fake degree hold-
ers may be exposed during the process. Chief Jus-
tice of Pakistan Mian Saqib Nisar had taken suo
motu over practising lawyers holding fake LLB de-
grees.

The advocate general informed the top court
that the degrees of nine practising lawyers in Is-
lamabad were found to be bogus.

Punjab Bar Council Chairman Jan Muhammad
informed the top court that as many as 45,351 de-
grees were dispatched for attestation, of which, 190
degrees were fake and the Federal Investigation
Agency had registered complaints against 63 degree
holders.

Senior lawyer Ahsan Bhon briefed the top court
that there were 30,000 to 35,000 registered lawyers
in 2005. Supreme Court Bar Council, Sindh chap-
ter Chairman Salahuddin Ahmed informed the
court that 9,000 lawyers were working in Sindh. As
many as 5,470 degrees were dispatched for attesta-
tion, of which nine degrees were proved to be
bogus.

The apex court, while directing immediate con-
clusion of the case, hinted at strict action against
the violators. The case was adjourned for three
weeks.

On the other hand, HEC admitted in the Pe-
shawar High Court that it had inadvertently verified
degree of the Lahore DG NAB, Saleem Shahzad.

The FIA has probed several other cases where
the regulatory bodies verified fake degrees of pow-
erful officials.

In January last year, a former HEC deputy di-
rector of the attestation department was arrested by
the FIA for attesting the fake degree of a powerful
FIA officer. According to FIR No 01/2018 of FIA
ACC, Islamabad, Quetta FIA Deputy Director
Noman Ashraf Bodla got employment in the pre-

mier investigation agency in 2006 on the basis of a
fake degree from an unrecognised university (New-
ports Institute of Communication & Economics
also known as NICE, Karachi). The university did
not meet legal criteria set by the regulatory body but
the deputy director of HEC attestation Abid Hus-
sain illegally attested his degree by misusing his au-
thority. The FIA arrested its own deputy director as
well as former HEC top official on January 2, 2018.
The case is being probed by FIA’s Inspector Kashif
Riaz Awan.

Kashif Awan said the accused are currently on
bail, but the investigations are still going on against
the HEC official and FIA’s own staff. m

“The revised maximum retail prices shall be
printed on the label in the manner prescribed by the
Drugs [Labelling and Packaging] Rules, 1986 and the
manufacturers and importers of drugs shall furnish
calculations of revised maximum retail price of drugs
to the Division of Costing and Pricing of the Drug
Regulatory Authority of Pakistan before affecting the
increase.” Sources, however, said that the price hike
would impact the rate of some 24,000 medicines, in-
cluding the life-saving drugs such as medicines for
heart ailments, brain diseases, cancer, children’s dis-
eases and post-surgical drugs etc.

Earlier, Pakistan Pharmaceutical Manufacturers
Association had demanded of the government to
allow 40 per cent increase in prices of all medicines to
meet additional expenses due to devaluation of rupee.

The participants of a meeting chaired by PPMA
Chairman Dr Tahir Azam said that input cost has in-
creased considerably due to high exchange rate of dol-
lar. They said that it was impossible for pharma
industry to sell drugs at prices approved by Drug Reg-
ulatory Authority of Pakistan.

The participants decided that PPMA office bearers
would held separate meetings with Minister for Com-
merce and Minister for National Health Services, Reg-
ulations and Coordination for discussing problems of
pharma industry in the wake of high exchange rates

tail about the association’s
struggle and the process initiated by it for rationalisa-
tion of drug prices after devaluation of the rupee and
the proceedings in the Supreme Court. The apex
court, after months of hearing, directed DRAP and
the government on Nov 14 to notify new prices of
medicines within 15 days. “However, no step was
taken by the government in this regard,” he added.

“Similarly, the Policy Board of DRAP was also di-
rected by the SC to review prices of life-saving medi-
cines in view of devaluation of the rupee against the
US dollar within 15 days, but unfortunately no step
was initiated by DRAP and the government,” he said.

He said 90 per cent of raw material for production
of drugs as well as packaging material was imported
and after the rupee’s devaluation it was impossible for
drug manufacturers to continue producing medicines
at the current retail prices. Mr Saeed said closure of in-
dustries would lead to costlier drug imports.

He urged DRAP and the federal government to re-
view drug prices immediately and notify new rates
they have presented before the SC. “Otherwise, the
manufacturers would be compelled to increase medi-
cine prices on our own as per DRAP’s formula and
list given to the apex court,” he added.

“We are also planning to initiate contempt of
court proceedings against DRAP for refusing to com-
ply with SC’s directives. In this regard, we will follow
the legal course of action against the drug regulator,”
he warned. =

ance refers to fulfilling all tax obligations as specified by
the law freely and completely. Tax compliance means
submitting a tax return within the stipulated period,
correctly stating income and deductions, paying as-
sessed taxes by due date and paying levied taxes. The
tax system of Pakistan continues to under-perform par-
ticularly in its ability to raise adequate revenues. The
bases of the most im-
portant taxes, such as
Personal and Corpo-
rate Income Tax and
the General Sales Tax
! '|,.‘ J (GST), continue to be
I3 oy 1 narrow and the level of
f tax evasion remains
high. Moreover, in re-
' cent years, the Tax-to-
GDP (Gross Domestic
Product) ratio has seen
a substantial decline. On the other hand, most of the
macroeconomic fiscal adjustment in recent years has
been on the expenditure side of the budget. Pakistan's
need for spending on social services such as education,
health, and capital infrastructure are likely to increase
in the near future as governments pursue a strategy of
sustained economic growth. Most political manifestos
brought forward by political parties spell out major ex-
penditure programmes while expressing a desire to in-
crease tax collection. To reach the desired taxation
level in Pakistan, an in-depth policy reforms pro-
gramme needs to be formulated by policymakers. This
will require a detailed analysis of tax structures and tax
administration. An attempt has been made in this book
to provide the necessary analysis.

The Finance Minister in an interview to
Bloomberg stated that to make businesses competitive
with regional countries, Prime minister’s administra-
tion plans to decrease taxes on energy supply to in-
dustries and agriculture and recover the consequent
loss in revenue through introducing a wealth tax. A
wealth tax is defined as a capital tax or equity tax is a
levy on the total value of an individual's assets, in-
cluding bank deposits, real estate, assets held in insur-
ance and pension plans, ownership of unincorporated
businesses, financial securities, and personal trusts.
However in Pakistan, wealth tax until its repeal was
also charged on ownership of incorporated businesses.
Under Section 116 of the Income Tax Ordinance,
2001, every individual who files a return of income for
any tax year is also required to furnish a wealth state-
ment and wealth reconciliation statement for that year
along with the return. In 2015, the government in-
creased the disclosure requirements for taxpayers and
no longer allowed relaxation from filing for those
whose income was less than one million rupees, how-
ever earlier this year, the FBR amended the wealth tax
form: previously a taxpayer was not required to ex-
plicitly state the nature of immovable and moveable
property and assets held outside Pakistan including
minute details like type of property and complete ad-
dress the new form required itemization of total
wealth. In addition, the recently concluded tax
amnesty scheme under which a significant
number/amount of undeclared assets have been de-
clared may present an enticing opportunity to levy
Wealth Tax. However, before embarking on levying
this tax, minister Finance would do well to check the
efficacy of this tax when it existed in Pakistan. The
highest-ever collection under this head was 8 billion ru-
pees whereas the FBR's cost in collecting this tax was
about a billion rupees. This tax was repealed because
it is regressive and militates against savings, industrial-
ization and documentation within the economy. There
are only a handful of countries that have retained this
tax. India too repealed this tax in 2016. The focus of
tax policy should be on taxing incomes in all shapes
and forms and not assets/capital formation which is
the need of the hour. As it is, Pakistan has had the low-
est rate of national savings in the region and levy of

this tax would penalize savings. Wealth tax has been re-
scinded by most countries as a potential source of rev-
enue because it is anti-investment and savings as it
taxes assets created out of tax paid funds that is inher-
ently unfair. In a country like Pakistan where the num-
ber of non-filers far outpaces the filers there is a danger
that the undocumented economy, estimated at over 50
percent of the national economy, may simply rise. One
option to make the rich pay more would be to impose
a super tax on the rich and in the budget for fiscal year
2016-17 India replaced the wealth tax with an addi-
tional surcharge of 2 percent on the super rich. Pak-
istan also levies a super tax on all those with an income
of 500 million rupees or more annually. Good tax

management starts with good record keeping, espe-
cially financial records. It is needed to make sure the fi-
nancial staff is trained in accounting such as
classification and recording of monetary transactions
and compilation of statements.

FBR history. Although FBR has received detail of at
least 748,541 of non-taxpayers from the motor vehicle
branches across the country. They are non-taxpayers
registered with vehicle above 1300CC while they are
not paying any taxes. Meanwhile K-Electric also pro-
vided details of 441,000 non-taxpayers, Faisalabad
Electric Supply Company provided at least 334,000 of
non-taxpayers data and Gujranwala Electric Supply
Company provided data of almost 228,000 of non-tax-
payers. On the other hand, Sui Northern Gas Pipe
Lines provided 2,323 of consumers’ data who have
commercial connections while property departments
across the country have provided data of 484,000 non-
taxpayers to FBR. It is important to mention here that
FBR is making concerted efforts to broaden the tax net
base and several initiatives have been taken in the re-
cent past to increase the number of return filers while
FBR has formulated a strategy to go after the tax-
evaders by using information obtained from their trans-
actions in the real estate sector, purchase of vehicles,
foreign travels and also by accessing, in the long run,
their bank accounts to assess the extent of tax avoid-
ance and tax evasion. During the raid on any project,
Assistant Commissioners and inspectors must compli-
ance the law and order situation and should not com-
mit any misbehave attitude and pre bargaining. After
all these are the persons which are going to be the tax
payer of tomorrow.
