ing their networks for the
provision of data services.
Moving forward, “5G net-
works will establish a ro-

tions which shall be

complied by any organization which intends to con-
duct trials, demonstrate systems or services in Pakistan
based on IMT 2020 to demonstrate readiness for new
technologies in Standalone (SA) or Non-Standalone
(NSA) environment including identified use cases of
eMBB (Enhanced Mobile Broadband), uRLLC (Ul-
trareliable and Low-latency Communications) and
MMTC (MassiveMachine Type Communications)
through Slicing, Orchestration and Management tech-
niques, application and use case development etc. for
better spectral efficiency and improved overall user ex-
perience. The applicant shall apply for authorization
to PTA, in accordance with the checklist of the frame-
work. PTA will analyze the application and may re-
quire additional information from the applicant in a
timely manner. Once the application is complete in all
aspects, PTA may forward the same to Frequency Al-
location Board, under the Telecom Act Section 5(2) (c)
read with Section 43(5).

FAB shall assign the spectrum to be used for sub-
ject trials as per the Act which shall become effective
from the date of authorization issued by PTA. Mere
assignment of a spectrum by FAB would not give the
right to the applicant to use the same until authoriza-
tion is obtained from PTA. Upon assignment of spec-
trum by FAB, PTA will issue authorization to the

applicant. The grant of authorization will be subject to
fulfillment of all the codal formalities.

The Test & Development Authorization allows an
applicant to temporarily use the spectrum on a non-ex-
clusive, non-commercial basis for the purposes men-
tioned in the framework. Applicants can propose a
spectrum for trial purpose which could include the reg-
uisite spectrum blocks in 2.6 GHz, 3.6 GHz and other
relevant bands amenable to millimeter wave (mmW)
propagation.

PTA has already unveiled a

There is no regulatory fee associated with subject
non-commercial trial permission or the spectrum usage
for this purpose. If the trial network is connected to
any licensed network, the Test & Development au-
thorization holder could be liable for any charges from
operators incurred during the trial, however, users will
not be charged for any services offered during the trial.

bust foundation for a digital
economy in the country,” it
said. “Although Pakistan has already derived some of
the benefits from digitisation, the scope for further
growth still remains.” Quoting figures, the World Bank
pointed out that demand for internet access had risen
rapidly, from 6 million internet subscribers in 2013 to
an estimated 48 million in 2017. Moreover, Pakistan
is the third-largest country providing workers to global
online freelancing platforms and from this, it generated
approximately $1 billion in export revenues in 2016.
“However, broadband and mobile penetration (basic
and data/internet-enabled mobile phones) in Pakistan
remains relatively low,” the report said.

Digital development should come with safeguards
including national cyber security and personal data pri-
vacy, it suggested. At the same time, providing an en-
abling environment for a competitive and open market
for telecom and digital players and digital skills for po-
tential employees was critical to ensuring meaningful
uptake of digital solutions,” it continued. The last
3G/4G spectrum auctions for telecom services hap-
pened in 2014. Even speaking of international per-
spective, the stage is still draped for 5G, according to
the report.

PTA mentioned that rapidly increasing demand for
high bandwidth telecom services had resulted in ac-
celerated progress towards 5G testing in Pakistan. m
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eads of 55 Chinese companies gave assur-

ance to Prime Minister Imran Khan to in-

vest five billion Dollars (US $5 billion) in

Pakistan in next three to five years. The in-
vestment and transfer of industrial set-up by Chinese
companies will generate over 50,000 jobs in Pakistan
the first year, the PM Office said, as a delegation com-
prising heads and representatives of 55 Chinese com-
panies met the prime minister.

The Chinese corporate leaders with their busi-
nesses in multiple areas including small and medium
enterprise showed keen interest to invest in Pakistan.
The meeting was the follow-up of Prime Minister
Khan s visit to China in April where the leadership of
two countries agreed to strengthen bilateral relation-
ship in key areas, particularly trade and investment.

Prime Minister Imran Khan welcomed the interest
of Chinese companies, saying Pakistan s diverse areas
had immense potential for foreign investment. Inspired
by the strategy of Chinese leadership on peace, gover-
nance and poverty alleviation, he said the government
was willing to learn from these experiences to achieve
the goals of national prosperity.

Imran Khan said China always sided with Pakistan
in tough times, adding that people of both countries
were tied with a strong bond of friendship.

On China Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC),
he said the project would prove a game changer in ex-
ploring the true potential of bilateral trade relations.
The prime minister said implementation of CPEC-re-
lated initiatives was a priority for the government and
mentioned setting up a special department at the Plan-
ning Ministry to oversee smooth running of projects.
He said the government was focusing on the concept
of ease of doing business to promote foreign invest-
ment. Chinese Ambassador Yao Jing said China
would extend full cooperation to Pakistan in promot-
ing business activities and establishing strong trade
links for the country s economic stability.

On the other hand, Prime Minister Imran Khan as-
sured the business community that the PTI govern-
ment was committed to the ease of doing business in
the country and urged them to help achieve its eco-
nomic targets by becoming a part of the tax net. The
prime minister held a series of meetings with different
delegations of Karachi-based business community at
the Sindh Governor House.

The prime minister assured the representatives of
the local business community that his visit to Karachi
was to personally listen to their problems and allay
their concerns. The business delegations unanimously
raised the issue of smuggling (inland and otherwise)
as a major challenge severely affecting the competi-
tiveness of Pakistan made and manufactured goods in
the national and international markets. Later, while
talking to various delegations representation agricul-
ture, fisheries and pharmaceutical sectors, the prime
minister reiterated his government’s commitment to
boost the agriculture and fisheries sectors.

‘TAXES WILL SAVE US’:

Speaking to media, the prime minister stressed the
need for expansion in the tax base of the country to re-
vive the economy, urging the businessmen to enter the
tax net to play their role in saving the country for bank-
ruptcy. “The country can not move ahead if the people
and traders were reluctant to pay taxes,” he said,
adding, “Only one per cent out of the total 220 million
Pakistani were paying taxes.”

He claimed fewer people in the country were over-
burdened with the taxes as the industry was paying 70
per cent taxes alone. “If the people did not realize their

responsibility to pay taxes, the country could run into
hyperinflation,” he warned. “There is dire need to
change the mindset for paying taxes,” he emphasized.
He said the business community was told to become a
partner with the government in its efforts for the sta-
bility of the economy. When there were investment
and business activities, there would be ample employ-
ment opportunities and industrialization, thus enabling
the country to shake its debt off, he opined.

REFORMS IN FBR:

The prime minister said he had himself taken the
responsibility to introduce tax reforms in the country as
well as reforms in the Federal Board of Revenue
(FBR). The government set the target of collecting tax
amounting to Rs5.5trillion in the next fiscal year, he
added. PM Imran regretted that half of the country’s
tax collection in a year was spent on the payment of in-
terest on Rs30,000 billion debt.

“The mountain of loans could not be surmounted
if the people changed their mindset and averted from
further miring into the debt trap,” he said. The gov-
ernment was keen to facilitate the business community
with all the possible incentives to enable a thriving in-
dustry, he added. Imran Khan suggested that with the
collective efforts of the government and the business
community, the gap between imports and exports
could be bridged. The prime minister said the coun-
try’s exports had witnessed a quantum term of 30 per
cent by reducing the import. The government was try-
ing to lure investments. Different memorandums of

understanding had been signed with a number of
countries and Pakistan had also entered into the sec-
ond phase of Free Trade Agreement with China, he
shared. He also mentioned the austerity measures the
federal government had introduced by slashing its ex-
penditures and cited the announcement made by the
federal cabinet and army in that regard.

‘CORRUPTION SOURCE OF ALL WOES’:

Speaking about the former governments, the PM
said that all the corrupt elements who had burdened
the country with whopping debt of Rs30,000bn will
be brought to justice. In a veiled reference to the lead-
ership of Pakistan Muslim League-Nawaz (PML-N)
and Pakistan People’s Party (PPP), he said they were
out to create panic by blaming the government for the
price hike. “Unless they are held accountable, the
country could not be put on the track. They just want
to hear the word ‘NRO’ [national reconciliation ordi-
nance] from me, which I will not utter,” he added.

The prime minister said the country was passing
through hard times, because of the two previous NROs
and the subsequent debt of Rs30,000bn.

“In the past, about 10 to 12 billion dollars had been
laundered from the country. When these corrupt ele-
ments are not brought to book, there will be no end to
corruption and no future for the country,” he added.

“Why we should not talk of the past corruption
and plunder of the previous rulers,” he said, adding
keeping silence on their misdeeds would amount to
treason with the country. m
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TI government has made a U-turn in just
five days on allowing Indian planes use its
airspace. This is a welcome move, which
was reciprocated by India in the same
measure. But more than being a "goodwill gesture"
from the Imran Khan, the about-turn by Pakistan on
airspace is because of harsh economic realities.

On July 11, Aviation Secretary of Pakistan
Shahrukh Nusrat told a parliamentary committee
that it would not open its airspace for Indian use
until India withdraws its fighter jets from forward
positions. Nusrat is also the Director General of the
Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) of Pakistan.

India did not agree to Pakistan's demand. Yet,
Pakistan unilaterally issued a midnight notice to air-
men (NOTAM) stating that "with immediate effect
Pakistan airspace is open for all types of civil traffic
on published ATS (air traffic service) routes."

Much has been written about the Indian civil avi-
ation sector losing money due to the closure of the
Pakistani airspace. The same day when Pakistan's
aviation secretary put a precondition for withdraw-
ing the ban on Indian use of the airspace, Civil Avi-
ation Minister Hardeep Puri told Parliament that
India spent an extra Rs 430 crore due to route di-
version.

Indian flights were forced to take a longer route
to avoid Pakistan airspace. Puri had told the Rajya
Sabha that total loss caused by the closure of Pak-
istani airspace was about Rs 550 crore (Rs 491 crore
to Air India, Rs 30.73 crore to SpiceJet, Rs 25.1
crore to IndiGo and Rs 2.1 crore to GoAuir).

But loss of revenue was far greater for a fragile
economy like Pakistan. Operations of around 400
flights a day were affected due to closure of airspace
by Pakistan. Federal Minister for Aviation Ghulam
Sarwar Khan has said that Pakistan Civil Aviation
Authority has suffered a loss of Rs 8.5 billion, owing
to airspace restrictions since February 2019 in the
wake of aftermaths of Indian transgress.

But this closure hit Indian Aviation drastically
hard as compare to Pakistan; he apprised the loss
margin of India is almost double. “But at this junc-
ture of time, détente and harmony is required from
both sides”, he remarked.

Pakistan earns good money from route naviga-
tion and airport charges levied on flights using its
airspace or landing for maintenance or refueling.
These charges vary according to the size and class of
aircraft.

For a regular Boeing 737 passenger aircraft, Pak-
istan charges around $600-$700 a day for allowing
use of its airspace for terminal navigation and land-
ing. For about 400 flights using its airspace, Pakistan
could be earning around $3,00,000 a day.

Besides, Pakistan's aviation sector has a high de-
mand for destinations in South and Southeast Asia.
Some reports suggest that Pakistan International
Airlines suffered more than $450,000 a day due to

International pressure was also in the play espe-
cially in the backdrop of rising tension between the
US and Iran. The Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) of the US had advised aircraft to stay away

from operating "in the overwater area of the Tehran
Flight Information Region until further notice, due
to heightened military activities and increased po-
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litical tensions."

Flights from India have taken this route for des-
tinations in Central Asia and Europe after closure
of Pakistani airspace. Indian Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi had used this route when he went to at-
tend Shanghai Cooperation Organisation Summit
in Kyrgyzstan. Though Pakistan had offered to open
its airspace for PM Modi's travel, he did not fly over
the country.

Speculation is that the US might have played a
role in opening of Pakistani airspace for India. It
had not reimposed the restrictions after July 12,
when the ban revised on June 30 ended.

Pakistan and India closed their airspaces to each
other in February in the aftermath of Pulwama and
Balakot incidents. Indian Air Force pilot Abhinan-
dan Varthaman, who landed in Kashmir after MiG
fighter was shot down.

Both airspaces were closed in a tit-for-tat move.

The World Bank’s International Centre for Settle-
ment of Investment Disputes (ICSID) has awarded
about $5.9 billion in damages to TCC in arbitration
claims it filed against Pakistan following the denial of
a mining lease for the Reko Diq project in Pakistan in
2011. “We remain willing to discuss the potential for a
negotiated settlement with Pakistan and will continue
to protect our commercial interests and legal rights
until the conclusion of this dispute,” said William
Hayes, TCC’s chairman.

It was September 2009 when Pakistan government
and Tethyan Copper Company (TCC), a Canadian
and Chilean joint venture, got locked in a row over the
multibillion-dollar Reko Diq copper and gold mining
project. The Reko Diq project would have a turnover
of over $60 billion over a period of 56 years.

Pakistan has a 15km belt of gold and copper de-
posits and with the help of these it can turn around the
economy. The government should abandon the policy
of litigation and frame a policy that can attract top
companies of the world for capital injection into cop-
per and gold mining projects.

The Attorney General for Pakistan (AGP) Office
has issued PM Khan'’s statement, making it the first of-
ficial response to the $5.976 billion penalty imposed
on Pakistan by the ICSID.

“The government takes note of the press release
made by Antofagasta Plc, one of the parent compa-
nies of TCC, and of the statement by William Hayes,
the Chairman of the Board of Directors of TCC, in
which he expressed a willingness to work towards a
negotiated settlement. The government welcomes this
approach to work towards a mutually beneficial solu-
tion that works for both sides,” the AGP Office state-
ment read.

Reiterating Islamabad’s commitment to its inter-
national obligations, the statement said: “Pakistan wel-
comes all foreign investors and assures them that their
lawful rights, interests and assets shall always be pro-
tected. “The mineral resources in Reko Diq are the col-
lective resource of the people of Balochistan and
Pakistan. Pakistan is keen for development of this re-
source to ensure that the development needs of some
of the poorest people on the planet are addressed.

“International tribunals are also urged to consider
the implications of their decisions and the impact on
development and poverty alleviation,” it added.

The TCC which Canadian gold firm Barrick and
Chile’s Antofagasta Minerals control 37.5 percent each
— is the largest foreign direct investment mining proj-
ect in the country. The provincial government is also a
sleeping partner in the Reko Diq project with a 25 per-
cent stake.

Barrick and Antofagasta say the proposed plant in
Chagai district could produce 600,000 tonnes of cop-
per and 250,000 ounces of gold a year.

More than a decade ago, the group found vast gold
and copper deposits at Reko Diq in Balochistan and
had planned a hugely lucrative open-pit mine. But the
project came to a standstill in 2011 after the local gov-
ernment refused to renew the consortium’s lease, and
in 2013 Pakistan’s top court declared it.

Prime Minister Imran Khan has directed to form a
judicial commission on a penalty of six billion dollars
in the Reko Diq case.

The commission will investigate into how situation
resulted in the penalty and why Pakistan was fined of
the huge amount of money while the commission will
also determine who incurred a loss to the national ex-
chequer.

Tethyan Copper Company (TCC) had been
granted license for god and copper mining at RekoDiq,
area of Balochistan but the former chief justice Iftikhar
Muhammad Chaudhry had cancelled the agreement
with the company.

The company had filed a lawsuit against Pakistan
at ICSID, claiming S11.43bn in damages in 2012.
Sources privy to the matter said that Pakistan will soon
challenge the verdict.

In 2013, a three-member bench of the Supreme
Court, headed by then Chief Justice Iftikhar Muham-
mad Chaudhry had declared Reko Diq lease agree-
ment null and void. The bench had given its verdict in
favor of Balochistan government.

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Growing ‘bird strikes’
pose threat to airline
passengers
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tracted to these habitats can present the most danger-
ous threats to aircraft.

How airports minimize bird strikes

Both large birds and flocks of smaller birds can be
dangerous to planes, either by impacting the wind-
screen or being sucked into the engines. This not only
causes significant damage to the plane but can also cre-
ate hazardous and unsafe flying conditions if critical
damage occurs. Because of this, many airports have
wildlife control initiatives in place to minimize any in-
teraction between birds and aircraft. There are three
general ways to minimize airplane bird strikes: modi-
fying the birds’ habitat, controlling the birds’ behavior,
and modifying the aircrafts’ behavior. Airports that are
most successful at minimizing bird strikes have em-
ployed all three methods through various techniques.

Modifying habitat
Modifying the habitat surrounding an airport so it will
not appeal to birds is an easy way to encourage wild
birds to seek alternative roosting and feeding grounds.
Effective measures include:
Removing seed-bearing plants to eliminate food sources
Using insecticides or pesticides to eliminate food
sources for insect-eating birds
Covering nearby ponds with netting to prevent birds
from landing
Removing brush and trees that serve as attractive nest-
ing sites
Keeping grass mowed short so it is not as suitable for
bird shelter

Modifying bird behavior

Several methods can be used to modify birds’ be-
havior, so they will not stay near an airport. These tech-
niques do not harm the birds but encourage them to
avoid the region.

Using sonic cannons, recorded predator calls, and
other noise generators to disrupt birds

Using lasers at dawn and dusk to simulate preda-
tors and scare birds away

Flying trained falcons over roosting areas to disrupt
birds before they nest

Training dogs to track through the habitat and teach
birds that the area has many predators

As alast resort, birds may be captured and relocated
by authorized wildlife control officials if they cannot be
encouraged to leave the area naturally. In extreme cases,

irds pose a major threat to the aircrafts while
flying in the vicinity of airports. The bird
strike can cause accident risking passengers’
life or else causing serious damage to the air-
craft. The international law prohibits activities such as
having a poultry farm or a refuse dump, etc., which can
attract birds in an area lying within a radius of seven
nautical miles from the landing or take-off ends of the
runway and within five nautical miles from either end.
The law states that the human population should be at
least 13 km away from the airport. Almost every air-
port in Pakistan has been declared red for bird hazards
because of the construction of residential societies,
marriage halls and shopping malls by powerful groups
whose real estate interests seem to override the flight
safety hazards that are posed by these irregularities.
Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) and provincial gov-
ernments should take appropriate steps to prevent bird
strikes incidents.Aviation experts said such frequent
cases of bird strikes are the result of increased popula-
tion around the airports and growing environment pol-
lution. The incidents of bird strikes have been
consistently increasing at airports across the country.
In last seven months, more than 34 planes of Pak-
istan International Airline (PIA) were affected by bird
strikes which caused millions of rupees loss to the na-
tional flag carrier. Most incidents of bird strikes were
reported at Karachi and Lahore airports, wherein 15
and 11 PIA planes were affected, respectively.
Moreover, two cases were reported from Sukkur,
Peshawar and Quetta airports each while one was re-
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ported from Islamabad airport.

Some precautions are taken to avoid bird strikes

‘Why birds like airports

Large flocks of birds are hazardous to aircraft, and
unfortunately, birds enjoy the habitat around many
busy airports. Because airports are placed on the fringe
of large urban centers, they frequently have large tracts
of unused, undeveloped land surrounding them as
noise and safety buffers. That undeveloped land is at-
tractive to birds, particularly as suitable habitat shrinks
due to urban expansion. Many airports are also near
substantial wetlands or drainage ponds since water is a
superb noise dampener, making these areas even more
attractive to migratory waterfowl, gulls, and other large
birds. Unfortunately, the same birds that are most at-

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birds may be culled with the proper authorization.

Modifying plane behavior

Learning to work with the birds by modifying flight
paths and schedules can help minimize bird strikes.
While these methods may not be feasible at all air-
ports, they can be used to help the airport work in
harmony with the wildlife surrounding it.

Using radar equipment to track the movement
and density of bird flocks to predict their behavior
and manage control techniques more effectively

Adjusting flight times to avoid the busiest hours
for bird activity, such as early morning and late
evening or during peak migration periods

‘Why bird strikes still happen

Despite the best use of multiple deterrent meth-
ods and wildlife management, airplane bird strikes
still happen. Ornithologists and other researchers ex-
amine the snarge, the remains of birds that have im-
pacted with planes, to determine which species are
the greatest problem and the most significant risk.
With that knowledge, they can continually refine
control methods to be more effective without dis-
rupting birds that do not cause problems. As airports
become busier, flights are scheduled more fre-
quently, and alternative habitats continue to shrink,
more and more birds will seek refuge near airports,
causing potentially dangerous situations. Airports
must continuously be on the alert for other fliers in
the skies, and as new control and deterrent tech-
niques are developed, it is hoped that bird strikes can
continue to be minimized. m

Rashid Khan said that company’s
Group’s financial performance has shown marked
improvement over comparative period despite
tough economic conditions.

The President PTCL said this while address-
ing a press conference along with PTCL Group
Chief Financial Officer Nadeem Khan to an-
nounce financial results for the six months period
ended June 30, 2019 after Board of Directors’
meeting held in Islamabad recently. He said that
PTCL Group’s revenue for the half-year has
grown year-on-year (YoY) by 9 per cent to Rs 66.3
billion as a result of an accelerated growth in the
Ufone and Ubank revenues.

He said that Ufone revenue has increased dou-
ble digits YoY, Ubank, a microfinance banking
subsidiary of PTCL, has shown significant
growth of 50 per cent in its revenue over last year.

He said that PTCL Group’s operating profit
and net profit for the half-year have improved by
20 per cent and 10 per cent respectively as a result
of the revenue growth.

He added PTCL revenue of Rs 35.8 billion for
the half-year is marginally lower than last year
(0.8 per cent).

PTCL’s flagship fixed broadband services
posted revenue growth of 5 per cent. He said that
PTCL continues its journey to upgrade top 100
exchanges under Network Transformation Proj-
ect (NIP) in different parts of the country.

For the 76 exchanges fully transformed to date

he Supreme Court of Pakistan has

barred cellular companies from charging

additional taxes. The mobile phone users

will now be getting Rs 88.89 instead of
76.94 on the top-up of Rs100. This means that a
relief of Rs 11.95 has been given to the users from
the apex court. The SC, however, stated that the
telecom companies were not allowed to impose
any service/maintenance charge.

The order read: "The order dated 11th June,
2018 did not record reasons nor did it determine
that the imposition of the taxes was without ju-
risdiction. We are also not persuaded to hold that
the taxes were imposed without requisite legisla-
tion or that the six statutes contravened the Con-
stitution."
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The order said the recovery of the taxes may
therefore be resumed, adding: "However, the cel-
lular telecom companies are not allowed to im-
pose any service/maintenance charge thereon as
they have elected not to impose these charges."

Before suspension, on each calling card of
Rs100, withholding tax (income tax) of 12.5 per
cent was deducted under Section 236 of the In-
come Tax Ordinance 2001 by the Federal Board
of Revenue (FBR), whereas 17pc excise duty was
charged from the users in Islamabad Capital Ter-
ritory. The provinces were charging 19.5pc sales
tax on services from the users. In addition, cellu-
lar companies were deducting 10pc for the serv-
ices rendered by them.

Thus when a card of Rs100 was purchased or

easy load top-up was procured, Rs25 was de-
ducted immediately and the mobile phone sub-
scriber received around Rs75 in his/her account.
And when the subscriber made a call, the call
charges plus FED or the provincial sales tax were
deducted from the value of services consumed by
the subscriber.

Last year, the then chief justice Nisar had
taken a suo motu notice on public complaints that
an unreasonable and high amount of tax/other
charges were being deducted from the topping up
balance through easy load and calling cards, be-
sides taxing the calls.

Justice Nisar had asked whether deduction of
Rs40 on every scratch card of Rs100 was not ex-
ploitation and observed that the matter involved
public interest.

Former CJP Saqib Nisar had questioned how
a person who doesn’t fall within tax net is made to
pay taxes on mobile phone top-up. Tax should be
levied from a person whose cell phone use ex-
ceeds the fixed limit, he added.

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On the other hand, the numbers for smartphone
sales are out for Q1 of 2019, and they show that every-
one is struggling. Well, everyone but Huawei. Accord-
ing to IDC, phone sales declined for the sixth straight
quarter with shipments totaling 310.8 million units
marking a 6.6% drop year over year.

While the majority of phone makers saw a de-
crease in sales during the first quarter, Huawei saw an
increase in shipments by 50%, moving a total of 59.1
million units and securing 19% of the overall market.
Huawei's diverse portfolio of phones helped it here, as
its low-end and midtier offerings sold the most volume.
Despite the impressive numbers, that still puts Huawei
in second place behind market leader Samsung.

Even with an 8.1% drop in the first quarter of 2019,
Samsung shipped 71.9 million total units and still
reigns king with a 23.1% market share. Regardless of
the decline compared to last year, Samsung says the re-
cent sales of its Galaxy S10 are doing well this quarter.
This comes after Samsung's latest earnings report that
showed it earned a profit of 6.2 trillion won ($5.3 bil-

lion) in the first quarter which is 14% less than last year
at this time. Most of that was due to Samsung's chip
business though, not from the mobile sector. Samsung
expects even stronger sales in the second quarter and
half of the year with the release of the Galaxy S10 5G
and its delayed foldable phone, the Galaxy Fold. The
Galaxy S10 5G is currently available in its home coun-
try of South Korea and will arrive in the U.S. soon with
pre-orders already available on Verizon.
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Apple secured the third slot with 11.7% of the mar-
ket share by shipping 36.4 million units in the first
quarter with a massive 30.2% decline compared to Q1
in 2018. In spite of price cuts and trade deals in China,
it wasn't enough to stop declining sales of the iPhone.
Apple's year could get even worse with the competi-
tion already shipping 5G enabled phones and experi-
menting with foldables.

While Google doesn't even crack the top five in
phone manufacturers, it has also had clear signs of
struggles in the first quarter. Sales for the Pixel 3 series
have dropped from 2018 and the CEO of Google Ruth
Porat says it is due to "some of the recent pressures in
the premium smartphone market." It is no surprise
then why we'll soon be seeing Google release its very
first midrange phones to the Pixel lineup with the Pixel
3a and Pixel 3a XL. The continuing decline in sales
goes to show, it's tough out there for phone makers
when you only focus on the premium market. At the
high-end, it has become more and more difficult for
manufacturers to make phones that stand out. Com-
bined with rising prices year after year, it adds up to
consumers who are looking to hold onto their
phones instead of upgrading.

The one segment of the market which has escaped
the lull in smartphone sales is the low-end to midrange
section that offers a lot of bang for your buck. This is
where Huawei has been able to make up the loss in
sales that other brands are seeing. It is also why we are
now seeing Samsung and Google put more focus on
this area of the market with its Galaxy A series and
the upcoming Pixel 3a models. m

he Federal Board of Revenue (FBR) has

introduced flat rates against various

price segments on the import of mobile

phones to set aside any ambiguities. The
flat rates will help in educating the mass public
regarding the tax they would have to pay on their
imported phones when they come back to Pak-
istan.

The imported mobile pricing has been divided
into two categories of commercial imports and
baggage imports and these two further divided
into six main pricing segments starting from
below $30.

If we discuss the commercial imports first,
phones priced below $30 will be charged a flat
rate of Rs. 370. Phones which are priced between
$30 and less than $100 will be charged Rs. 3,670.
Similarly, between the range of $100 and $200,
phones will be charged a flat rate Rs. 5,440.

Moving towards the mid-range section of
phones, those handsets priced between $200 and
$350 will be charged a flat rate of Rs. 7,150.
Handsets arranging $350 and $500 will be
charged a flat fee of Rs. 20,650. Finally, the high-
end smartphones valuing more than $500 will be
charged a flat fee of Rs 36,720.

Moving on towards taxation on individuals
bringing their personal phones through the bag-
gage rule, passengers will have to pay a tax of Rs.
300 for phones costing less than $30. Phones
priced between $30 and $100 will be charged Rs.
2,940 as tax whereas those between the range of
$200 and $350 will be charged Rs. 6,180 duty.

Moving on towards the higher segment, hand-
sets between $350 and $500 will be charged Rs.
17,640 whereas those above $500, we are talking
about high-end devices, will be charged a flat rate
of Rs. 31,520 as tax.

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Meanwhile, Senate Standing Committee on
Information Technology and Telecommunica-
tions Chairperson Rubina Khalid stressed the
need to formulate a policy through legislation for
resolving the issues of overseas Pakistanis re-
garding mobile registration while coming to Pak-
istan.

Meanwhile, on a
month-on-month basis,
the import of mobile
phones also witnessed a
decline of 12.27pc dur-
ing June 2019, when
compared to the imports
of $65.810 million dur-
ing May 2018.

It is pertinent to men-
tion that the country’s

merchandise trade
deficit  plunged Dby

The trade deficit con-
tracted to $31.820 billion
during FY19 against the
deficit of $37.583 billion
recorded in FY18.

It is pertaining to
mention here the mobile
phone imports during
the first eight months of
the current fiscal year
2017-18 has seen a sharp
increase of 14.51 percent
as compared to the same
period last year 2016-17.

The total value of
mobile imports was
recorded at $526 million
during  July-February
2017-18 period which
was up from the last
recorded $459.38 million
in the previous period
July-February 2016-17.

Apart from mobile
phones, Pakistan’s over-
all telecom group im-
ports also witnessed an
increase of 13.7 percent
during the same eight
months period July-Feb-
ruary 2017-18 as com-
pared to the last fiscal
year’s period.

The total telecom im-
ports of this period were
recorded at $1.003 bil-
lion which was signifi-
cantly low during the

previous period with
$882.17 million.
While considering

2017-18 as they were
$686.432 million com-
pared to $642.119 million during the same period
of 2016-17.

The reason behind decline the imports were
hefty taxes. The government has imposed on the

import of mobile phones in Pakistan. The Federal
Board of Revenue (FBR) has divided the tax
amount into two main categories of Commercial
Imports and Baggage (Individual) Imports, which
are further divided into 6 main pricing segments
starting from below 30 USD. For Commercial Im-
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ports cellphones priced below $30 will be charged
a flat rate of Rs. 370. Mobile phones which are
priced between $30 and less than $100 will be
charged Rs. 3,670. Similarly, the phones between
the range of $100 and $200, phones will be
charged a flat rate Rs. 5,440.

In the budget, government has given some re-
lief to mobile users as it cut 3% of import tax on
mobile phones.

On a year-on-year basis, the im-
ports of mobile phones wit-
nessed a decrease of 34.18pc
during June 2019, when com-
pared to the imports of the
same month of last year

Briefing in the national assembly, Hammad
Azhar- state Minister for Revenue said that a num-
ber of taxes had been applied on smartphone sec-
tor.

Another official report published
in 2018 says that 22.84 million kids between ages of 5
to 16 are out of schools and that’s the figure out of a
total of 51.33 million making it a 44% of the total chil-
dren population. Considering these figure, one can see
we are actually making a nation of illiterates for the
coming years.

Govt issues Instructions

cash-carrying limit for
international travellers

ederal Board of Revenue (FBR) has issued

instructions related to currency limitation

for passengers travelling abroad. As per de-

tails, passengers are prohibited to carry
more than PKR 3000 and $10,000 to a foreign coun-
try at a time.

According to FBR notification, a five-year-old
child may carry $1,000 or an equivalent foreign cur-
rency at a time, while a total of $6,000 or an equiv-
alent foreign currency can be carried in a year.

Children above six years of age or less than 18
years may carry $5,000 or an equivalent foreign cur-
rency at a time, while a total of $30,000 or an equiv-
alent foreign currency can be carried in a year.

Passengers above 18 years may carry $10,000 or
an equivalent foreign currency at a time, while a total
of $60,000 or an equivalent foreign currency can be
carried in a year.

The ban has also been imposed on carrying gold,
silver, diamonds, platinum and in large quantities.

Antiques and archaeological artifacts, drugs and
other substances which can cause intoxication, liter-
ature against Pakistan’s national interest, poison or
poisonous chemicals have also been prohibited from
being carried.
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The authorities have also established CRC cells
for registering complaints at the airports across the
country. Earlier, Foreign exchange dealers expressed
concern over under invoicing by some importers and
suggested that the custom authorities should take over
the goods, by auctioning them, of the importers who
are involved in under invoicing causing losses to na-
tional exchequer.

A delegation of Foreign Exchange Dealers, led by
the President of Forex Association of Pakistan, Malik
Bostan, called on Adviser to Prime Minister on Fi-
nance, Revenue and Economic Affairs, Dr Abdul
Hafeez Shaikh, here, a finance ministry statement
said. The delegation also offered its support to im-
prove foreign exchange of the country.

The delegation suggested various measures aim-
ing at improving foreign exchange of the country.

The representatives of the association mentioned
that smuggling of dollar to Afghanistan and Iran is a
serious issue and the government agencies should
take strict action against such elements who are in-
volved in foreign currency smuggling.

The delegation informed that people, who are
travelling abroad, are carrying six million dollar per
day.
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In order to reduce the outflow of dollar, the del-
egation proposed that the foreign currency limit for
people, who are travelling abroad, should be revised.

The adviser assured the delegation that their pro-
posals would be considered positively. The meeting
was attended by Secretary Finance, Naveed Kam-
ran Baloch, Governor State Bank of Pakistan, Dr
Reza Bagqir, senior officials of Ministry of Finance
and representatives of foreign exchange dealers.

In another move, the government has increased
income tax on profits earned by non-filers from the
national savings certificates by 100 percent to push
up the number of filers of returns.

The Central Directorate of National Savings
(CDNY) said withholding tax (WHT) rate on prof-
its by non-filers of tax returns investing up to
Rs500,000 increased to 20 percent from 10 percent
in the last fiscal year. Non-filers investing above
Rs500,000 have to pay 30 percent withholding tax
as opposed to 17.5 percent earlier.

The objective is to tighten grip on non-filers in-
vesting in the national savings schemes (NSS). An
individual who is not required to file returns may be
exempted from the increased tax rate applicable on
non-filers.

Number of tax filers is lurking below two mil-
lion despite the government’s measures to discour-
age non-filing through higher withholding tax rates
on financial transactions. The Federal Board of Rev-
enue (FBR) has so far issued more than four mil-
lion national tax numbers (NTN) and all the NTN
holders are required to file income tax returns.

Withholding tax rate for filers with investment
exceeding Rs500,000 have also been increased. Tax

filers have to pay 10 percent withholding tax on in-
vestment of up to Rs500,000 in savings certificates,
while they have to pay 15 percent withholding tax
on investment above Rs500,000. In the last fiscal
year, only one tax slab of 10 percent was
applicable.

The CDNS is a premier financial institution of-
fering retail government securities and savings prod-
ucts (known as national savings scheme) to small
savers through diversified product mix.

The institution has investor base of seven mil-
lion and portfolio, which is around 30 percent of
total banking deposits of nearly Rs12 trillion. Its
share in domestic debt of government is around 19
percent. Most of its products are designed for low-
income segments of the society.

Honda cars profit slumps despite
of multiple increased in prices

Honda Atlas Cars Pakistan Limited

(HACPL) has posted a profit of just Rs

241 million; down by 77% in profits as
compared to Rs 1.05 billion in the previous year
due to the decrease in revenue as the company saw
declining volumes. Moreover, Rupee’s depreciation
against the US dollar created problems for the com-
pany.

The sales of the company clocked in at Rs
17.87 billion, which decreased by 25.05% as com-
pared with Rs 23.85 billion in the same period last
year.

The cost of sales of the company was stated at
Rs 16.52 billion, down 24% against Rs 21.71 bil-
lion which took the gross profits to Rs 1.35 billion
against Rs 2. billion. Moreover, the gross profits fell
by 37% on account of persistent Rupee devalua-
tion.

Similarly, margins contracted by 24bps QoQ/
144bps YoY, owing to the surge in costs from de-
valuation.

The other major reasons were higher car prices
owing to the devaluation impact, the 10% FED im-
position on 1,700cc and above cars (i.e. Civic) and
the imposition of Advance Customs Duty (ACD)
i.e. 5% on all the imports.

Moreover, the overall increase in car financing
costs due to higher interest rates has led to a slow-
down in demand for the company.

Honda Atlas hiked prices of different variants
multiple times in the range of 8-23% due to rupee
depreciation, 5% advance customs duty on raw ma-
terial and imposition of federal excise duty (FED).

HACPL has hiked its units prices in the range
of Rs260,000 to Rs425,000 for different models.
When the company increased prices last time, the
dollar was worth Rs142 and now it had surged to
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Rs160.

The company increased prices of Civic Turbo
RS and 1.8L VTI CVT models by Rs400,000 each
to Rs4.2 million and Rs3.6 million respectively.

Similarly, it raised the price of 1.8L VT SR
CVT model by Rs425,000 to Rs3.82 million. The
prices of Honda City 1.3L MT and 1.3L AT were
increased by Rs260,000 each to Rs2.18 million and
Rs2.32 million respectively.

Honda 1.5L AT model became costlier by
260,000 as its price rose from Rs2.12 million to
Rs2.38 million.

No doubt, the country is facing an overall eco-
nomic slowdown with Rupee devaluation. The

competition for the company looks to be increas-
ing day-by-day as the sector is welcoming new auto
players. Honda’s future lies with the demand from
the consumers and economic fundamentals, which
don’t look that good at the moment.

It is reported that the two biggest automakers
in the country, Honda and Toyota were halt pro-
duction in Pakistan for a few days. Honda Atlas
Cars Pakistan (HACP) has shut down its plant for
10 days.

A senior HACP executive said, “Our invento-
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ries from the last month and the first 10 days of
July have grown rapidly because of steep increase
in car prices after currency devaluation as well as
imposition of Advance Customs Duty (ACD) on
all our imports and Federal Excise Duty (FED) on
assembled cars, leaving us with no option but to
shut down the plant to cut production. If the pres-
ent trend holds, we expect our sales to drop to less
than 30,000 units this business year (April 2019-
March 2020) from over 48,000 units last year.”

Honda Atlas Cars Pakistan Limited (HACPL),
an automobile subsidiary of Honda operated by
Hironobu Yoshimura, HACPL’s President and
CEO and Aamir H. Shirazi, Group President,
Atlas Group for the last many years and earned bil-
lion of rupees.

HACPL started business operations in May
1994 with the launch of Civic, and added the City
model to the production line-up in January 1997.
HACPL achieved its 100,000-unit production mile-
stone in December 2005, and the 200,000-unit pro-
duction milestone in July 2012, a mere seven years
later. The company achieved cumulative 300,000-
unit production milestone in 2016 and just after 2
years 400,000-unit milestone is achieved. Its staff
salaries are very handsome some of them dawning
million of rupees.

The top management of HACPL blames due to
the reduction in car sales because of rising car
prices, the automakers are facing a huge loss.
