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Banned items

for Sikh pilgrims

Pakistan and India inked into an agreement to
operationalise the Kartarpur Corridor. This MoU will pave
way for Indian Sikh pilgrims to visit the Gurdwara Kartarpur
Sahib in Pakistan. Moreover, the treaty between the two
countries is seen as a positive gesture and it may open
avenues for further developments between the two arch-
rivals.

Gurdwara Kartarpur is one of the holiest pilgrimage sites
of Sikh community in the Narowal district of Punjab. At the
time of agreement, Foreign Ministry official Dr Mohammad
Faisal and Subhas Das of India’s Home Affairs Ministry were
present.

The ministry has released a list banned items for the
pilgrims visiting the Sikh shrine. In the agreement, pilgrims
will not be able to carry with them Wili broadband
equipment, flags, banners, liquor and any item that
challenges the territorial integrity of India or Pakistan. These
items have been placed on the list of banned goods for
pilgrims.

Under the agreement, the Indian government will inform
Pakistan authorities about the list of the pilgrims 10 days in
advance and pilgrims will be notified through mail four days
ahead of the travel.

The travel will be visa free and the pilgrims will have a
choice to visit individually or in groups, and also to travel on
foot.

Pilgrims need to carry only a valid passport and Persons
of Indian Origin need to carry Overseas Citizenship of India
(OCI) card along with the passport of their country.

The Corridor will be open from dawn to dusk and the
pilgrims travelling in the morning will have to return on the
same day. The Corridor will be operational throughout the
year, except on notified days, which will be informed in
advance.

The Pakistan side has assured India to make sufficient
provision for 'Langar’ and distribution of 'Prasad.

The main issue that has been a point of discussion is the
insistence of Pakistan to levy $20 as service charge per
pilgrim per visit, Das said.

Children below 13 years and elderly persons of about 75
years and above should be kept in group.

Lco-friendly material, preferably cloth bags should be
used & surroundings should be kept clean.

Currency limitation of maximum 11000/- INR must be
followed.

Only one baggage upto 7 kg weight including drinking
water may be carried.

he PTI government has formed a parlia-
mentary committee to make efforts to
bring PayPal, the US-based financial serv-
ices company is an online money transfer
system used by individuals and businesses to make
payments and other online payment services in the
country. The decision came after the approval of
Pakistan’s first-ever e-commerce policy framework.

The Senate Standing Committee on Science and
Technology has said that it will make a big an-
nouncement regarding PayPal very soon.

In the first e-commerce policy, the government
decided to shift the cash-on-delivery (CoD) payment
method to digital payments from September 2022
for payments of more than Rs10, 000. The final tar-
get is set to transfer all CoD payments to digital pay-
ments within 10 years period.

It is very important for the government to bring
PayPal and other prominent online payment plat-
forms to implement its policy of digitalizing the
country’s economy. It will be a potential source of
revenue for the government as the sector of e-com-
merce is evolving in the country, according to the
study revealed by Google.

Secretary of Ministry of Science and Technol-
ogy, Nasim Nawaz briefed the senate standing com-
mittee. He said, “The policy related to PayPal is at
the advanced stage and important development is
expected in the couple of weeks.”

Senator Mushtaq Ahmad expressed the need for
e-payment services in Pakistan, he said without such
online payment systems the country cannot boost its
economy. So the worries of online workers, busi-
nessmen, service providers and customers are soon
going to be over. Those who have to deal with over-
seas companies and people through internet often
find it hard when it comes to transaction of money
from international clients.

In absence of the most sought after payment
gateway, they look for less desirable payment meth-
ods. Earlier this year, PayPal had refused to launch
its service in Pakistan. The Ministry of Information
Technology Secretary Maroof Afzal had told the
Senate Standing Committee on IT that PayPal did
not want to come to the country for it was afraid that
its interests could not be protected here.

On the other hand, Google in its report said Pak-
istan is evolving in e-commerce sector and in this
digital world, where everything in business has gone
digital, people were also shifting towards online
shopping because it is easy and convenient. Fur-
thermore, the traditional way of shopping is losing
its popularity every day, people are availing every-
thing through the internet now. The same is the case
in Pakistan as the Ecommerce industry is slowly tak-
ing over.

From last few years Pakistan has proved that e-
commerce industry reaches saturation point. A re-
cent also tells us that Pakistan is developing
significantly in the ecommerce sector.

The survey was conducted in Pakistan, in which
more than 2,500 people aged 18-55 years old. The
sample only included the shoppers of skincare,
smart phones and women'’s fashion wear categories.

The sample includes only shoppers who had pur-
chased products in the three above categories over
the last three months.

The data collected from survey has divided into
three stages.

Pre-purchase

Point of sale

Post-purchase.

Pre-Purchase: In this stage people use online
sources to get information related to product which
they want to purchase. It includes physical purchase
from a store or buying online. People prefer to learn
from internet first, as it is convenient and helps an
individual a lot before going out for shopping. As
per survey, 72% people search online about skincare
products, 82% search for mobile phones and 89%
people go online to get more information about the
product of this category before making the decision
over the purchase.

Point Of Sale: In this stage people go for pur-

For readers convenience,
we publish the one-vear import data that clearly show the trend of mobile phones import increase in
the country and hopefully in future it will boost more




BR collected Rs 7 billion in taxes and duties

for registering mobile phones in just eight

months. FBR official revealed the facts

while briefing the Senate Committee on Fi-
nance, Revenue, and Economic Affairs. He told the
committee that FBR has totally blocked 67,500 mo-
bile phones after not registering the phone in the
given time period. The committee was chaired by
Senator Farooq Hamid Naek and attended by several
high officials of the concerned departments. Senator
Farooq Hamid Naek appreciated the measures taken
by FBR on regularizing the smuggled mobile phones
and imposing a customs duty.

The committee was informed that foreigners are
exempted for 60 days after which they will have to
pay tax. He said that before DIRBS the mobile phone
smuggling was at an extreme level, people used to
bring eight to ten mobiles in their bags to Pakistan
from foreign countries.

The Government of Pakistan is charging lesser
taxes on cell phones from the local common people.
The Standing Committee unanimously passed the
Companies Act, 2019 after an amendment with the
approval of member In-charge. The committee failed
to pass other bills including Maternity and Paternity
Bill, 2018, the Constitution Amendment Act, 2019
due to the unavailability of individuals who moved
the amendments.

Addressing the public petition regarding simpli-
fying the tax filing procedure, the official briefed the
committee that the FBR lately introduced the Tax
Asaan app. The application is providing facility to
salaried people to file income tax returns from the
comfort of their homes. The chairman of the com-
mittee adjourned the meeting and decided to con-
tinue discussing this issue in the next sitting.

The committee met with Rubina Khalid in the
chair where FBR gave briefing on reasons for with-
drawal of customs duty exemption on the imported
phone per calendar year under the personal baggage
rules. A senior official of Pakistan Air Force (PAF)
also expressed reservations over the imposition of

duties on mobile phone imports, saying that offi-
cials with phones for defense purposes have been
asked for registration which they cannot, and they
faced great difficulties.

The member FBR informed the committee that
the duty free allowance on import of mobile phone
brought by international passengers was withdrawn
vide amending SRO 689 (I) 2019 dated 29-6-2019.
The said SRO was made effective from 1-7-2019. The
reasons for withdrawal of duty free allowance were
that the facility was being misused. Data of interna-
tional arriving passengers was being stolen and the
passport numbers and flight data were being used to
enter data details in the Mobile Device Registration
Software to claim exemption under the baggage
rules.

said if a sector can contribute to the national econ-
omy in services and exports, it is none other but IT
sector. He said if mobile manufacturing plants are
not available, it is not feasible to import mobile
phones with such taxes and duties. He said that the
matter has been taken with chairman FBR. He fur-
ther said that provincial governments, especially
Punjab and Sindh, have imposed heavy taxes of 19
percent on services which are also affecting the en-
trepreneurs as well as overall IT sector.

Senators Faisal Javed and Shahzad Waseem said
that mobile phones are not only for call but also for
businesses. Javed said that after paying taxes, mobile
phones become expensive in Pakistan and recom-
mended for reviewing the policy.

The chairperson of the committee said that mo-
bile handsets prices should be at par with other coun-
tries and there should be uniform price mechanism.
The Air Force official also asked for developing soft-
ware for example Pak-Chat on the pattern of V-chat
and WhatsApp for defense purposes. Chairman Pak-
istan Telecommunication (PTA) Major General
Amir Azeem Bajwa (retd) said that they are already
working on this matter.

The Air Force official said that public Wi-Fi es-
pecially at airports should be banned as open Wi-Fi
is major cyber threat. However, committee mem-
bers rejected the proposal while saying that at all ma-
jor airports across the world open Wi-Fi facility is al-
lowed and the same facility should be ensured in
Pakistan as well.

The committee was also briefed on the initia-
tives taken against those who were involved in mis-
uses of data of Pakistani expatriates for registration
of cell phones. The chairman PTA said that around
54,000 cases of misuse identity to avail FBR baggage

Meanwhile, the deadline registration date i.e Sep-
tember 15 for all mobile devices that come with dual
SIMs and have separate international mobile equip-
ment identity (IMEI) have expired.

The PTA had said earlier that there had been in-
stances where subscribers who own handsets with
dual SIMs have registered one IMEI number against
the slot they use. Most users do not utilise the second
slot and have either not registered the IMEI number
against it or have forgotten to do so. Mobile device
users with one IMEI registered, and the second IMEI
not registered are advised to register all IMEIs.

The IMEI number is only used for identifying the
device and has no relation to the subscriber. The
number is used by the PTA to identify valid devices
and therefore can be used for stopping a stolen phone
from accessing the network in the country.

On the other hand, the Senate Standing Com-
mittee on Information Technology and Telecom-
munication recently recommended for suspending an
order of Federal Board of Revenue (FBR) and al-
lowing two duty-free mobile phones' import per year
under the baggage rules. The Ministry of Informa-
tion Technology and Telecommunication (MoITT)
confronted FBR on taxes on mobile phone import,
saying it is affecting IT sector growth negatively as
well as the digital agenda of the government.

The Secretary MoITT pleaded before the com-
mittee that Chairman FBR may be called on the
next meeting to discuss the matter. The senators
from the government benches also opposed the gov-
ernment's decision of imposing duty on import of
even a single mobile phone handset.
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He further said that expensive mobile devices
were mostly being registered by using international
passengers' data. Furthermore, the government de-
sired that there should be uniformity in application
of duty/taxes whether brought into Pakistan by pas-
sengers or locally procured and, therefore, the ex-
emption was withdrawn to avoid this anomaly, he

added. The FBR official said that around Rs 7-8 bil-
lion have been collected during this period from
taxes on mobile imports.

However, the committee expressed serious an-
noyance over FBR's response while saying that in-
stead of blocking loopholes in the system and im-
proving check and balance, the Board took away the
facility which has annoyed international passengers,
especially overseas Pakistanis. The secretary MoITT

rules for free registration of mobile devices were re-
ported. The PTA has deleted the registered devices'
IMEI under misuse and sent them for de-listing
/blocking in the system. Furthermore, the PTA sends
all logs and details to FBR /FIA for necessary legal
action. Genuine passengers are informed to register
the device under FBR baggage rules.

The acting director FIA Cyber Wing informed
the committee that officials of Integrated Border
Management System (IBMS) at airports and travel
agents were found involved in data theft. He further
said that so far 7 dealers were identified who were in-
volved in the matter, he added.

The committee also questioned the PTA chair-
man for setting a system to monitor internet and call
traffic which is a matter of great concern, besides ris-
ing questions of curb on freedom of expression and
censorship. However, the chairman PTA said that the
Authority has not set up any such system which is
meant to curb freedom of expression and censorship,
but affirmed that telecom operators' are assisting to
curb grey trafficking as it is causing huge loss to the
national exchequer.

The committee also expressed serious reserva-
tions over not framing of rules for Prevention of
Electronic Crimes Act, 2016. The secretary IT said
that they have finalized draft rules and sent to Law
Ministry, which are expected to be finalized in
one-and-a-half-month. The committee recom-
mended that NDMA, Pakistan Metrological De-
partment and Pakistan Air Force (PAF) should
jointly develop early warning strategy to cope with
disasters situation. m

Ufone revenue has in-
creased 6% YoY, UBank, a microfinance banking
subsidiary of PTCL, has shown significant growth
of 50% in its revenue over last year. PTCL Group’s
operating profit and net profit for the nine months
have decreased by 15% and 32% respectively as a
result of high inflation, significant devaluation of
PKR against USD and higher power tariffs.
PTCL revenue of Rs. 53.8 billion for the nine
months is slightly higher than last year by 0.4%.
PTCL’s flagship Fixed Broadband services posted
revenue growth of 5%. PTCL continues its jour-
ney to upgrade its top revenue-generating ex-
changes under the Network Transformation
Project (NTP) in different parts of Pakistan. For
the 95 exchanges fully transformed to date in 12
cities, YoY revenue growth is even higher at 12%
and there is a 35% reduction in customer com-
plaints. Fiber-To-The-Home (FTTH), deployed in
major cities with more than 100,000 lines, has re-
ceived a positive response from the customers.
Corporate, wholesale and international busi-
nesses continued their growth momentum from
2018 and have achieved 7% overall revenue
growth.

he white-and-orange Daraz logo has become
ubiquitous. Over the past year, 1672 small
brick-and-mortar retail stores, panwalas and
kiryanawalas located across the country have
been branded as Daraz Dukaans and find themselves
within the fold of ecommerce - a space that offers op-
portunities to digitise, scale and tap into new revenue
streams. The strong and growing network of Daraz
Dukaans has helped boost the physical presence of the
country’s leading online marketplace and is an integral
part of Daraz’s ecosystem. Daraz Dukaans serve as
important touchpoints for customer interaction. Busi-
ness owners have been positioned as Daraz represen-
tatives to help customers with returns and refunds
process. With the mega Gyara Gyara sale fast-ap-
proaching, some of these Dukaans have also come to
serve as Pick Up Points; locations from where cus-
tomers can pick-up their orders at a suitable time.

The reverberations of the Daraz Dukaan network
are much stronger as they have increased the footfall
at neighbourhood grocery and medical stores and
given panwalas - even those located in remote areas -
access to technology. More importantly, small retailers
have been provided access to Daraz’ catalogue of 7
million products - rapidly going on to 8 million as the
11.11 sale draws closer - resulting in their inventory in-
creasing by many folds.

“Daraz made it possible for me to have an inven-
tory of 7 million products in this small store,” says
Salman, a store owner in Faisalabad. Daraz Dukaans
are located not only in major metropolitan cities but
also in smaller, remote towns. As a result, customers
living in areas with low internet penetration and lim-
ited access to technology are able to shop online.

With access to Daraz’ catalogue, retailers are able
to able to help customers place orders online for prod-
ucts that are not available in brick-and-mortar stores. In
turn, they earn a commision for every order. During
the Gyara Gyara sale, these shops will serve an im-
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portant purpose by helping customers living in remote
areas with limited internet access to shop during the
mega online event by visiting one of the stores in their
locality. Through shop owners, customers will have ac-
cess discounts worth more than Rs 50 crores.

“Customer footfall has increased. Before customers
would go to other shops if something wasn’t available
but now we order it for them from Daraz,” says
Hamza, owner of Nafia Communication in Karachi.
Daraz is on a mission to lead Pakistan into the digital
age by 2022. Through initiatives such as Daraz
Dukaans, the company has been able to intensively
and extensively expand the scope of the ecommerce
industry in Pakistan and shape online commerce to be-
come ready alternative to brick-and-mortar stores.
However, these physical establishments are just one of
the many initiatives Daraz has taken to make the 2022
goals a reality.

Over the past year, the online platform has invested
significantly in logistics, as well. With the launch of
Daraz Express (DEX), Pakistan’s first logistics com-
pany specifically designed for ecommerce operations,
the platform has revolutionised logistics in Pakistan
and has been able to reduce the order delivery time by
1-2 days. DEX employs 1,000 DEX Heroes (delivery
agents) who deliver 30,000 packages daily across the
country. As the platform gears up for the mega 11.11
sale, 3,000 additional DEX Heroes have been hired in
order to ensure the swift fulfillment of orders.

The magnitude of the sale is reflected in three im-
portant metrics: during 11.11 2018, Daraz witnessed
an 80x increase in orders, hosted 3 million customers
on the app and provided access to more than 3 million
discounted products. This year, Daraz expects to host
10 million visitors on the app and will give them ac-
cess to 8 million discounted products. However, apart
from these figures, the Gyara Gyara sale has revolu-
tionised ecommerce in Pakistan.

Last year, as the newly-acquired Daraz launched
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parent-company Alibaba’s 11.11 sale in Pakistan (and
4 other regional countries i.e. Nepal, Myanmar, Sri
Lanka and Bangladesh), the platform claimed that the
event would “lead Pakistan into a new age of shop-
ping” and that it would “disrupt the ecommerce land-
scape”. That’s exactly what happened.

Daraz was able to leverage Alibaba’s best-in-class
technology to enhance services and customer experi-
ence. The platform was able to harness artificial intel-
ligence and machine learning to provide customers a
personalised experience. The sale went beyond retail
to offer an experience packed with entertainment.

The retail event was kicked off with the 11.11 Gala,
the first ever interactive gamified show aired on mass
media in Pakistan. A large offline audience — show
viewers sitting at home — was engaged and connected
to everything that was happening on TV by using the
Daraz app to scan QR codes visible on TV screens.
The Gala was exceptional and revolutionary and it was
possible only because of the technology that Daraz has
unique access to. In order to pull off the event, the plat-
form had to ensure that the user interface of the app,
the backend technology and everything happening on
TV was completely synchronised.

Daraz is all set to once again kick-off the sale event
with the Gala, this time in collaboration with popular
ARY TV show Jeeto Pakistan. The Gala will be hosted
by Fahad Mustafa and feature a number of A-list
celebrities. The sale itself will bring Daraz’ entire
ecosystem into play and will offer customers a highly-
immersive experience on the app full of games and live
streams.

Through its innovations, Daraz has not only
boosted its physical presence; the platform has also
brought traditional businesses into the ecommerce
fold. By doing so, customers across the country have
access to revolutionary online events such as the Gyara
Gyara sale. Daraz hopes to continue down this road

William and Kate
returned to the SOS Children’s Village in Lahore on
the last day of their tour, having already made the
trip the day before, after they were forced to stay
overnight in the Punjab capital. The RAF Voyager
plane carrying the couple had to abort two landings
in Islamabad and turn back to Lahore following a
thunderstorm. Among them was Saba Shahzadi, 28,
who first came when she was eight following the
death of her grandmother. Ms Shahzadi, now a
manager for Nestle in Pakistan, who still acts as a
mentor to the children, told the couple she couldn’t
“imagine what would happened if I hadn’t found
SOS”. “That nurturing of this place really comes
through. It’s like an arm wrapped around you,” the
Duke said. “You have a network of friends here who
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are your family to support you. That’s even better
than normal life.”

Kate, who has focused her recent work on chil-
dren’s early years, told them: “Some of the things
I’ve been looking at back home are how best do you
support children and what do they need to have a
successful life. “One, it’s about quality relationships
and two, the environment.

Shabbar Zaidi said that Dubai Land De-

partment will instantly provide details of

Pakistanis holding properties in Dubai.
“We are pleased to inform that a very productive
meeting has been held recently on the matter of ex-
change of information. Dubai Land Department will
instantly provide details of Pakistani owners of Dubai
properties. Igama abuse is also being handled," Shab-
bar Zaidi said in a tweet. According to FBR sources
estimates, 5,000 to 20,000 Pakistanis hold properties
in Dubai and the FBR is trying to seek information
about them. Pakistan is a significant beneficiary of the
work done by the OECD towards bringing trans-
parency in the international taxation through the ex-
change of actionable tax information.

The government feels that the tax authorities are
not getting adequate information about the Igama
holders from the UAE. Iqama holders get artificial res-
idence in the UAE due to which their accounts/bal-
ances and other tax-related information are not shared
with Pakistan.

Under the Organization for Economic Coopera-
tion and Development (OECD) framework, Pakistan
seeks bank accounts information and data is ex-
changed every year in September. Last year, data from
the UAE was very insignificant. When the data was
scrutinized, it has been found that the UAE has not
given information about Igama holding Pakistanis to
the tax authorities. These Iqgama holders are “artifi-
cial" residents of Pakistan as well as the UAE, whose
information has not been available with the Pakistani
tax authorities. Pakistan has taken three major steps to
deal with this extremely sensitive issue. Firstly, the di-
rector general international taxes, FBR, has ap-
proached his counterpart in the UAE to take up the
issue with their tax authorities. Secondly, senior offi-
cials visited the UAE seeking information of Pakistani
Igama holders in the UAE. Thirdly, Adviser to the
Prime Minister on Finance Abdul Hafeez Shaikh
wrote a letter last month to the OECD to start crack-
down against all the countries that are selling the ‘ar-
tificial' residence under the cover of Iqama, sources
said. The Residence by Investment (RBI) and Citi-
zenship by Investment (CBI) schemes are misused by
potential tax-evaders from all over the world to cir-
cumvent reporting of bank and financial account in-
formation under the Common Reporting Standards
(CRY); thereby putting at risk the very integrity of the
system that has been established by the international
community with much efforts and investment. The let-
ter of Adviser to the Prime Minister on Finance Abdul
Hafeez Shaikh written to the Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Development (OECD) last
month said, “Pakistan is greatly interested in the out-
comes of the said initiative as we may be one of the
worst-hit nations by such schemes since some of the
most revenue-potential CRS information of Pakistan
tax-resident persons gets blocked by the jurisdictions
concerned citing underlying RBI/CBRI regulations.

Pakistan would, therefore, urge upon the OECD
forum to complete the appraisal work on this initia-
tive and finalize recommendations for the identified
jurisdictions (and not their financial institutions, only)
so that any menace to the CRS system could be neu-
tralized."

Moreover, Pakistan has formally requested the
Malaysian tax authorities to assist in identifying Pak-
istanis who have taken their illegal funds out of the
country and invested in Malaysia's Residence by In-
vestment (RBI) schemes and are now hiding behind
RBI-based residential status. Post-going after the
Igama (work permit) holders of the United Arab Emi-
rates (UAE), Pakistani tax authorities have taken an-
other big step to seek details including accounts
information of Pakistanis having parked illegal funds
in Malaysia by obtaining RBI-based residential status.

Dr Muhammad Ashfaq Ahmed, Director General
(International Taxes), Federal Board of Revenue
(FBR), has written a letter to Shaharrudy Othman, Di-
rector Department of International Taxation Inland
Revenue, Board of Malaysia, in this regard. “Inland

Meanwhile, the government said the tough deci-
sions it had taken have begun to bear fruit as it suc-
cessfully controlled the soaring budget and trade
deficits during the first quarter of the current fiscal
year. “The difficult decisions taken by the government
have started bearing positive results on economic
front,” Adviser to Prime Minister on Finance and
Revenue Abdul Hafeez Shaikh told a press confer-
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ence. He hoped that Pakistan would come out of
FATF grey list, as Islamabad had implemented 20 of
its total 40 points. Most of the FATF conditions are in
Pakistan’s favour, as the government also wants to
check the money-laundering, he added.

The adviser was flanked by Federal Board of Rev-
enue (FBR) Chairman Shabbar Zaidi and Finance
Secretary Naveed Kamran Baloch on the occasion.
Shaikh said that trade deficit has narrowed by over 34
percent to $5.7 billion in first quarter (July to Septem-
ber) of the current fiscal year from $9 billion in same
period of last year. He informed that government has
also controlled the budget deficit of the country at
Rs476 billion in the first quarter of Year 2019-2020,
which was Rs738 billion in corresponding period of
previous financial year. Tax collection has also
recorded by 16 percent in the first quarter, the adviser
said. Similarly, the government has neither borrowed
from the State Bank of Pakistan (SBP) not approved
any supplementary grant, he said, adding that no bor-
rowing from SBP would help in reducing the inflation
rate. He also informed the media that non-tax collec-
tion has recorded massive growth as it collected Rs406
billion. He said that exchange rate and foreign ex-
change reserves remained stable during July to Sep-
tember period of the current fiscal year. m
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he Pakistan Economy Watch (PEW) said

the policy of promoting sugarcane crop on

the cost of the cotton crop should be stopped

as it can result in serious national security is-
sues. Sugar mafia is digging the grave of the economy
for profits which should be noticed and corrective
measures should be taken, it said.

The influential sugar mafia has forced masses to
buy the world’s costliest sugar but it has not satisfied
their appetite for profit which is damaging the troubled
textile sector, said Dr. Murtaza Mughal, President
PEW. Sugar mills are in surplus in Pakistan and bil-
lions are spent every year on subsidies to export addi-
tional sugar but at the same time illegal expansion in
the capacity of some sugar mills continues with offi-
cials turning a blind eye towards it, he said.

On the other hand, the textile sector which is pro-
viding over ten million jobs and earning almost 13 bil-
lion dollars of foreign exchange for the country has
been allowed to deteriorate to profit the sugar sector
which is a liability, he added.

Dr. Murtaza Mughal said that the area under cul-
tivation of cotton is reducing rapidly in favour of the
sugarcane crop which will require 1.5 billion dollars of
cotton imports soon that will hit forex reserves, pro-
duction and exports as the cost of doing business will
increase for millers. The area under cultivation for cot-
ton has been reduced by 29 percent while that of sug-
arcane has increased by 45 percent which has also
damaged some other crops, he said, adding that why a
crop is promoted which is a burden on masses.

He said that the government has also imposed a 40
percent customs duty on import of sugar to promote
local sugar barons otherwise masses can get the com-
modity on half the price of the local market. Dr.
Mughal said that middlemen have also become a
threat to the troubled textile sector as they buy it on
throwaway prices from farmers and sell it on unbeliev-
able prices which should be controlled as Pakistan can-
not afford a reduction in income coming from the
textile sector. Meanwhile, cotton stakeholders have
held responsible the government for the ongoing cotton
crisis and financial damages to cotton growers.

Khwaja Muhammad Shoaib of the Farmers Vision
Forum said the sugar mafia in the government was re-
sponsible for the crisis. “First, they got excluded the
cotton crop from the four most priority corps of the
country which, in fact, should be at the top but now
the top priority crops of the country announced by the
government are wheat, sugarcane, edible oil crops and
sugarcane,” he said.

“Jahangir Tareen asked the prime minister that he
will manage a 25 percent increase in the cotton pro-
duction in ongoing season from the last year but the
situation is that the government first set the target of
12.5 bales million which now has been reduced to 10.1
million bales; the last year production was 11.5 million
bales,” he said. He said that whitefly damaged the crop
badly despite farmers applied pesticides. He said that
due to the weak regularity system, none of the pesti-
cides being sold in the market are registered.

“No raid was conducted on any pesticide company
during the entire season,” he said.

He said that since 2005 no new variety of cotton
seed had been introduced in the country deliberately
as the interests of sugar mafia do not allow doing so.
“The sugar mafia started showing its muscle in the
tenure of the PML-Q and since then, they are the part
of every government and have become more powerful
with the passage of time. The situation is that this
mafia dictates the government,” he said.

He said that no new chemical technology for cot-
ton crop was developed during the last five years. He
said that holding climate change for the cotton damage
was not justifiable as all the other cotton growing coun-
try were also facing the dreaded climate changes but
without any telling impact to the cotton crop. Former
Pakistan Cotton Ginners Association president Aman-
ullah said not a single certified cotton seed variety had
been introduced in the country for several years despite
the seed mafia got approved a number of new cotton
varieties every year.

“These varieties have never been tested and that
these varieties do not have resistance against pests,” he
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“The area under cultivation of cotton is reducing rapidly
in favour of the sugarcane crop which will require 1.5
billion dollars of cotton imports soon that will hit forex
reserves, production and exports as the cost of doing
business will increase for millers”

said. He said that for the last seven year, whitefly had
been attacking the crop unchallenged. He said that
middleman is exploiting cotton growers who used to
buy pesticides and seeds on from middleman at de-
layed payments. “Middleman mostly supply them the
pesticides which is in their stock and not what farmers
want to buy,” he said.

He said that in 1991, the cotton production of India
and Pakistan was the same but now India was ahead
with 350 million bales. Cotton broker Syed Muddabir

Shah said that according to the PCGA figures the pro-
duction in the month October is 27 per cent less from
the last year. “The crop is also facing the quality crisis
as the length of staple in the last year was 1.05 inch to
1.09 inch with average length of 1.07 inch while this

year the average length of staple is 1.05 inch.

He said cotton crop in Khanewal, Rajanpur, Dera
Ghazi Khan, Multan and Vehari had been hit hard
while the crop was in good condition in Rahim Yar
Khan, Bahawalnagar and Bahawalpur.

“Similarly, the crop is in good condition in upper
Sindh districts; however, the quality problem exists
everywhere,” he said. He said that in the last two
weeks, Pakistan was the largest buyer of US cotton de-
spite the cotton season in the country is on its peak. He
said weak checks and balance from the government
and lack of education of cotton growers were major
reasons for the cotton crop in the country.

Also, the Pakistan Kissan Ittehad (PKI) on Mon-
day held a demonstration and threatened to not grow
the cotton crop in future after the government failed to
announce support price of the crop.

A large number of farmers, led by PKI President
Khalid Mehmood Khokhar, gathered at Nawan Shehr
Chowk and blocked the thoroughfare for traffic. They
also put cotton on fire in protest at, what they said, gov-
ernment’s indifference to agriculture sector. Mr
Khokhar alleged the government also failed to reduce
the input cost despite the farmers are facing financial
hardship. He said that cotton is not included in the pri-
ority list of government that’s why it is also not listed
in the crops on the priority under prime minister’s agri-
culture emergency program. B

also join. This campaign is
more needed in Azad
Jammu and Kashmir and
Gilgit-Baltistan than other
parts because of the pres-
ence of tourism driven plas-
tic trash there. One such
hearty development from
Hunza did not receive the
appreciation it deserved
where the local council,
with the active cooperation
of the public, enforced a
ban on plastic bags in the
entire region. The govern-
ments of Azad Kashmir
and Gilgit Baltistan should
take a leaf out of Hunza’s
book and start a war on
plastic.

Delegates of plastic
bag producers told the
Senate Committee that
after the ban, about 8,000
industrial units would
close down, rendering a
half million workers un-
employed. The govern-
ment is operating to
follow the Kenyan model
of making biodegradable
shopping bags from
plants. It first announced
a ban on production or
sale of plastic bags, men-
acing violators with up to
four years of imprison-
ment or massive fines.
This deteriorated the un-
employment matter.

The traders’ unions in
various cities protested
EPA’s harsh measures to
enforce the ban slapping
fines and conducting city

plastic bags given by re-
tailers to consumers.
Shoppers and mer-
chants said they were con-
scious of the
environmental issues and

are filled with arranged
piles of scrap metal, plastic ware and broken glass,
with scales to weigh them for resale. Pakistan con-
sumes many billions of single-use bags a year. Guesses
range from 55 billion to above 112 billion, and there’s
scanty waste management. The provinces have often
imposed bans on single-use plastic bags made out of
polyethylene, but those bans have stumbled. Residents
have not been able to enter into cheap option, like
degradable plastic bags, and police have not been able
to aggressively implement the bans.

The coalition government of Prime Minister
Imran Khan, who has been in power for the past year,
desires that this time will not be same. In July, his ad-
ministration announced a ban on throwaway plastic
bags in Islamabad and surrounding areas, including
Saidpur. There is a condition that for hospital waste,
for municipal waste, big bags will be exempted when
they will submit a recycling plan to this ministry.

The provincial government of in Sindh, the largest
city Karachi with some 13 million people first tried to
ban bags in 2006. It largely collapsed. In 2009, the fed-
eral government tried to ban plastic bags that did not
contain biodegradable materials. The Sindh govern-
ment tried again in 2014 to ban the bags. Plastic bags
are a major problem, say residents, because they block
waterways. During the last ban, shopkeepers in Sindh
often presented to police inspectors bags that were
stamped with information saying they were
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biodegradable. The police did not have sufficient
money to check out those claims in a lab. Residents
from across Sindh say they were not even inform that
a ban was in place, suggesting that the government did
not aggressively advertize the on bags, generate con-
sciousness of the harms of plastic or even encourage
police to punish violators.

The Punjab government has stepped into the era
of no-plastic after ban in Islamabad and Sindh. In La-
hore, the authorities swung into action against shop-
keepers and small time vendors selling items in
shopping bags. They were in fact caught off guard as
the campaign was not as well advertised as it merited.
Such occasional raids, however, sent stern warnings
to violators as well as the public at large about the ban.

With Sindh, Punjab and the capital territory in a

approved of the ban on
bags, but some questioned what could substitute
them in millions of small business in impoverished
areas. The ban has sparked a debate with residents
and retailers voicing their concerns, both equally fac-
ing problems while welcoming the ban, trying to re-
spect the law, but finding no alternative readily
available across markets to carry goods.

Grocery store owner, Naeem Mughal told Flare
that customers argue demanding shopping bags at
his store which he has removed.

“I can’t afford to give a fine of Rs. 5000 by au-
thorities for breaking the law. My sale has dropped
because I am being forced to sell items without an
affordable carrying bag to replace the banned plas-
tic (bag) so customers carry items out of my store in
their hands,” he said. Most shopkeepers have re-
sorted to giving thin paper bags to the customers
with no handles, incapable of holding more than
two small items and a tendency to rip easily. Smaller
shops which have incurred loss replacing the plastic
bags were charging customers for paper bags.

“Some of the retailers in the market are giving
flimsy paper bags that can’t hold purchased goods.
The government should introduce bag material and
design that retailers need to adopt as replacement of
the plastic bags because we can’t continue carrying our
grocery shopping in hands,” said one of the shoppers
Sania Sadaf, adding that “this is not practical.” m
